MR. VANHORN'S VISIT.

The president of the Canadian Pacific
railway was in the city yesterday, and
was interviewed by some of the news-
paper men. It does not appear that the
visit of Mr. Vanhorn had any connect-
ion with any new movement in regard
to the Canadian Pacific railway or its
terminus here. The extension of the
Canadian Pacific railway - wharf at
Sand Point is being carried out and a
flour warehouse or shedis to be
built near the old depot on Rod-
ney wharf. Mr. Vanhorn has no
information to communicate in regard
to trade at this point except that the
shipments of sugar this year viaSt. John
to Montreal are expected to be very large,
As this city is the terminus of the
Canada Pacific Railway on the Atlantic
we think-that it might be well for Mr.
Vanhorn to direct his attention to the
important point whether it cannot be
more freely utilized for the in transit
trade than it has been. The condition
of Canada with respect to ocean steam-
ships is at present, tosay the least, un-
fortunate. The mail steamships have
ceased going to Halifax because they
canmiot carty freight there with profit,
and we bave no Canadian line of mail
steamers at all, a thing which has not
happened for the last 40 years. If any
Canadian port can be the winter port of
Canada St. John must have the perfer-
ence over all others. And if the Short
Line railway is to be utilized it ought to
be.an object of the Canadian Pacific
Company toencourage trade at this point
and endeavor tomake St.John the win-
ter port of Canada.  The city of 8t. John
has been liberal in giving the Canadian
Pacific a connecting line of railway to &
deep water wharf, and also a very ex-
tensive property at Sand Point, which
ought to be properly utilized. The con-
struction of & wharf 400 feet long at that
place, with a small h tached,

They were orators and
swayed the mutlitudes by their bril-
liant oratory as they have never been
since and never can be again. They
lived in their time and accomplished
their great mission, and now, for oratory
of itself is for a day only, few can tell but
little about them except their names and
the cause with which they were = associ-
ated. George William Curtis, when
a young man, walked with them
hand in hand, and he, too, was an ora-
tor, but when their cause had been won
hewisely left the platform and took up
the [pen and now talks to hundreds of
thousands while he before talked to hun-
dredsonly. Itis melancholy to think
how that trio of elequent men to
whom reference has been made have
dropped into semi-forgetfulness. They
were eminently men for their
time, men who will always be remem-
bered in a vague way, but more because
of the scenes in which they participated
than because of their individual acts.
There was another man who at this
time occupied & prominent position in
New England but he was no orator—
Ralph Waldo Emerson. No man ever
abhorred injustice and oppression
with a greater - abhorrence than
be, and though with the maul-
titude he was almost & nonentity, among
thinking men he was & wonderful power.
A gentleman who listened to a course of
Sunday lectures by Mr. Emerson in the
summer of 1862, says that though he
used no gestures, and spoke as if he had
but a single auditor, he never heard a
speaker who had his power of riveting the
attention of a cultured audience. At the
first lecture in the course he appeared
onthe platform without introduction
and said in a hesitating manner, “I be-
lieve—on occasions like this—it is cus-
tomary to read—a stanza—or & verse.”
And then he read, giving to each line a
meaning never before recognized, Charles
Mackay’s noble poem,
LITTLE, BUT GREAT.

WHAT MIGHT HAVE HAPPENED.

St. Pierre is no longer to be a convict
settlement. The convicts, or disciplin-
aries as they are called in St. Pierre, to
the number of about fifty are to be sent to
Gandaloupe, one of the French West
Indies. It seems that frequently these
convicts effect their escape to the New-
boundland shore, and the new governor

The Manchester ship canal is about to
have an electric launch service establish-
od on it by one of the well known Eng-
lish companies. I
It is said that James Gordon Bennett
returns from Europe this month to ac-
company John C. Mackay to Puget Sound
to arrange for a commercial cable plant
to China.
The smallest incandescent lamg made
is called the “grain” lamp, aud s three
millimetres in diameter by five in
length. Its power is thatof one oandle.
It is used in surgical and dental opefé-]
tions.
An important move in the matter of
telephony has been made by the Aus-
trian government, which has. decided to
purchase, at the end of the year 1892, the
entire busi of the telephone: y
of Austria.
An English inventor believes that he
can run a clock by naturalelectricity from
the earth. The earih’s currents vary con-
siderably, but by an automatic arrange-
ment fixed on the pendulum lLie' can keep
time, he asserts, to within one minute
in a year.
The new electric lamp in the lighthouse
on St. Catherine’s Point, Isle of Wight,
is said to be the most powerful in the
world, The light is eguivalent to that
of 8,000,000 candles, and it can be increas-
ed to that of 6,000,000. It is visible at a
distance of about 45 miles.

1t is stated that nearly one half of the
street railways of the United States are
operated by electricity. In less than
five years from this time there will not
bea street railway operated by horses,
except, perhaps, in some wayback, one-
horse town. Electro-traction will super-
sede the horse and cable traction
gooner or later.

At a meeting ofthose concerned in the
electric lighting of the city of London,
the chairman, Sir David Solomons, stated
that 200 applications, amounting in the
sggregate to 40,000 lights, had already
been received, and that it was expected
to commence private lighting in January,
1892. The system adopted is the erec-
tion of 10,000 light transformer sub-sta-
tions, feeding a 100-volt network.

Several mines in the Connellsville re-
gion,in Westmorland and Cambria coun-
ties, Pa., have been lighted by electricity
recently. Ths shafts vary from 100 to
1000 feet in depth. Heretofore, owing
to the accumulation of fire lamp gas in
many of the mines, it has been difficult
to illominale them and avoid the
danger of causing fire. The lamps are
distributed underground the mine walks
leading to the shaft.

The eletric Jaunch, which has received
comparatively little notice in this coun-
try, is being used by various European
governments. An English general ele-
ctric traction firm has just received a
third order from the Russian govern-
ment. The field for electric promises is
very extensive, and it is understood that
it is intended to fit several large iron-
clads, which have already electric light
machinery on board, entirely with these
electric boats. Their use for the large
Atlantic liners is also under contempla-
tion.

The great omnibus strike in London,
Eng', is said to bave developed the nse
of a modification of the scarf electric
lamp. Tickets are now compulsory on
all the omnibuses, and their inspection
entails the employment of an army of
inspectors. At night this is difficult,
and the inspectors have had recourse to
a small electric buttonhole lamp, which
is worked by a pocket battery. On ask-
ing for the passengers ticket the in-
spector has only to touch the battery,
and a vivid light reveals the number and
particulars of the printed slip.

SUIT FOR $150,000,000.

Title to V Lands in
other Cities in Dispute.
CH104Go, IlL, Oct. 28.—To-morrow the
initial suit by the heirs of Lieut. Louis
T. Jamison to recover property in the
heart of Chicago, Milwankee and other
cities in Illinois, Wisconsin and Michi-
gan to the value of $150,000,000 will be
begun in the United States circuit court
for this district. The first suit will be
the signal for the commencement of
similar actions at law in the Wisconsin
and Michigdn courts.
The present holders of the property are
wealthy New York, Chicago,and Milwau-
kee capitalists. The facts in this strange
case are given by James McCartney, who
is the attorney for the heirs, and who
was attorney-general of Illinois from 1880
to 1885. ~ Lieut. L. T. Jamison of the reg-
ular army commanded the garrison of
Fort Dearborn; Ghicago, in 1835 and 1836.
Jamison invested a great deal of money
in land, which was then very cheap. In
one of his deals he used $8,000 of govern-
ment money.
The fact that he was a defaulter was
discovered, and hié was: dismissed from
the service. He having borrowed enough
money to make the shortage good, he
was not prosecuted. - During his trouble
he conveyed the titles to land to his
father-in-law, John Holliday, agent of
the American Fire Company at Sault
Ste. Marie. Soon after the Mexican war
in which he served with distinction,
Jamison died and in 1842 Halliday
died.

Shortly after the civil war a prominent
real estate man of Chicago sent an agent
to the heirs of Holliday in Texas and
secured from them what they thought
was a power of attorney, but which
turned out to be a deed releasing their
claims. On this deed, it is claimed,
rest the only title of the present holders
of the property. McCarthey has what
purports to be the original deeds to the
lands, which include 2000 acres in
Chicago, not one acre of which is worth
less than $5,000, and much of it is worth
$25,000 an acre.

In addition there are 13,000 acres of
farming land in Illinois and several
large tracts in Milwaukee, Sheboygan
and Manitowoe, Wis., Michigan City,
Ind., Kewaukee, Wis., and other places.
The property in Milwaukee is especial-
ly valuable, some of it being worth $4000
a front foot.

The plaintiffs in the suit are all resi-
dents of Texas. One of them is W. Gus-
sett, a wealthy bankerin Corpus Christi,
Tex., who is pushing the litigation.
