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Chatham School Examinations.
[Deferred from last week.]

The examination of the primary depart-
ment of the Convent school took place on
Thursday 26th, The school is under
the charge of Miss Horgan, amsisted
by Miss Dunn. The exercises commengced
by the pupils singing‘‘The Renpers‘Sonﬁ.”
Solo by Mary Hurley and Katie McEach-
ern. Class D read very nicely and built
words from sounds. Class A wrote from
memory the minerals of the Province, and
stated where they were tobe found. Class
C constructed the multiplication tables as
far as five times. Song, “Open the Gates
as High as the sky,” was sung. Class A
drew a map of New Brunswick, which
was very much admired by the visitors. —
Recitation by Maud Dick, “Let us speak
the best we can,” was nicely delivered.
Class B was examined in elementary geo
graphy by Miss Dunn, and answered the
questions very readily. Class B were;
given some practical questions in Arith
metic, and showed considerable knowledge
of that branch. A recitation by Jane
Connors, “The Child’s First Grief,” was
well delivered. A song, ‘‘ Winter,” was
well rendered. Class A were then ex-
amincd in geography and answered the
questions readily and corectly. The
pupils sang ‘““Come Where the Wild
Flowers Bloom.” Mr. Jas. F. Connors
addressed the pupils, and congratulated
them on the successful examination they
had passed. The teachers of this school
have done good work during the term.
The reading, spelling and printing of the
little girls is remarkably fine, and the map
drawing and other useful knowledge they
displayed was quite a surprise to the visi
tors.

The public examination of Mr. Hender -
son’s school took place on Friday morning,
Trustees Waddleton and Connors being
present. Graces 4, 5, and 6 were examfn-
ed in reading, spelling, geography and
arithmetic, and showed a good knowledge
of each branch. The map-drawing on
slates was very good, while the composi-
tions on the different subjects showed
that the pupils had good ideas and
could express them properly. The prim-
ary department, conducted by Miss
Creighton, underwent a thorough drilling
in word-buildlng, reading, printing on
slates, and arithmetic. The Trustees ex-
pressed themselves as being well pleased
with the progress the children had made
during the term, congratulating the
teachers on the successful examination the
pupils had passed.

The examination of the advanced depart.
ment of the Convent school, taught by
Miss Quinlan and Sister O’Keefe, took
Place Friday afternoon, 27th Rev. Father
Baonon,Mr. Jas. Townley,Mr. Jas. F. Con.
nors and a Jarge number of lady visitors
being present. While the pupils were
entering the school room, Misses M. A.
Clark and Mary O’Keefe played a very
nice march on the organ. The chorus
“There is not in this wide woild a valley
so sweet ”’ was followed by the recitation,
*“The Winds fand the frolics,” by Rose
Hay. While grades 5 and 6 were being
examined in reading, grades 7 and 8 were
given questions in arithmwetic by Miss
Mowatt. Grades 7 and 8 were examined
in geography by Mr. Townley, classes C
and D working questions in arithmetic.
While the visitors were reading the com-
positions of grade 7 Mary Curran recited
very nicely ¢ Phebe and the black-
berries.”

It is almost impossi-
ble to puzzle them in grammar, spelling
or history and the reading cannot be sur
passed. The pupils of grades 7 and 8
worked the questions in algebra and
arithmetic so quickly, that one of the
speakers compared them to a class called
the lightning brigade, that name being
given them in a Montreal College on ac-
count of the rapidity with which they
worked questions in those branches.
Three former pupils of this school attend.
ed the last term of the normal school, one
receiving a first class and the other two
second class licenses. This speaks well
for the standing of Miss Quinlan’s pupils.

The school taught by Miss Mowat (iu
the abseuce of Miss Haviland) was exam-
ined Thursday afternoon. Truster W. B.
Howard was present, with a large number
of the parents of the pupils and other
visitors. Class A was first examined in
arithmetic and proved themselves very
efficient. . A recitation, entitled *‘The
Gentle Conquest,” was given by Misses
Annie Loggie and Maggie Johnson, after
which class'B constructed the table of 6.
A map of the Province was drawn by
class A, that by Miss Mary Ann Burbridge
being particularly well done. Class A
read a piece entitled *“The Dun Cow,” in
which Miss Annie Loggie distinguished
herself.

According to the Bank returns in the
Canada Gazette the total paid-up capital
of the Batiks of the Dominion—exclusive
of two or three Bunks like the People’s
Bank of Fredericton, which are not re-
quired to make returns to the general gov-
ernment—on 30th September was 360, 103,
394.85. --The liabilities of Bank Divectors,
direct and indirect, were 89,705,811.21,
over sixteen per cent. of the paid-up capi-
tal:The St. John Globe says—The Bank
of Montreal with paid-up capital--of-$11,-
999,900, has its directors responsible for
$1,259,040. This is a fraction over 10%
of the Bauk’s paid-up capital. The Ban-
que Nationale of Quebec, with $2,000,000
capital, has 8613,507.85 lent to its Direc-
tors, or nearly one-third of its. capital
The Dominion Bank of Ontario, with $1,-
478,255 capital, has lent its Directors $1,.
464,208.27, or almost the entire capital of
the Bank. Iun the Province of Quebec no
less than $5,655,642.52 are loaned to Bank
Directors or their firms.

In Nova Scotia, out of a paid-up capital
of 84,588,991, the Bank Directors are re-
sponsible for $1,087,701.48. A correspon-
dent of the Halifax Recorder, who has
worked out of the proportions, says that
the accommodation to Directors of the
Bank of Nova Scotia is equal to 36 per

A New Complicatien.

The Yankees who are ‘‘smart” enough
to violate the spirit of the Washington
Treaty by taxing the tins in which Cana-
dian fish entering the United States are
packed, appear to be very mach hurt over
a little sharp practice on the border by
New Brunswickers in connection with the
coasting trade. An exchange says,—

Early in the season considerable excite-
ment was occasioned among those interest-
ed in shipping, by the fact that a New
Brunswick schooner had discharged a car-
go at Calais, Me., that was loaded at an
American port. Last week a second case
of this kind was reported. A St. Andrews
schooner, it seems, loaded coal at New
York for E, A. Barnard & Son of Calais,
but cleared for St. Stephen, N. B, Ar-
riving across the river, she took clearance
papers for Calais, being permitted to do
so without discharging. Owners of ves-
sels in Calais say that this is an evasion of
the law, but the Customs authorities say
that they can do nothing, as the vessel’s
papers were all right and they counld not
refuse to enter her. Either the American
consul at St. Stephen, it is claimed, must
receive special instructions bearing on the
case, or a new provision of law must be
pas-ed to cover it. Itis claimed that if
Dominion schooners can, by the process
described, carry goods {etween two
United States ports, the boasted protec-
tion of the coasting trade amounts to noth
ing. New Brunswick vessels can offer
freights much lower than Maine vessels,
as hitherto they have returned home
i light. Parties in Calais have written to
| the Treasury Department and to New
York papers with reference to the new
