How bitter politics are growing in
Iielaud can be judged from an open
letter from Mr. Willisam O’Brien saying

repuguance and with no more satisfaction
than he would enter an Eaglish jail.
But, Mr. O'Brien adds, he considers it a
national duty, He also says the exclusion
of Heady and his faction feom the Irigh
party is the only means of enabling men
of honor to remain in it.

‘A distreasing story comey from Buc-
touche to the effect that a man named
Allen, living at St. Mary’s Kent Co., was
gored to death by a cow on Tuesday last
under very peculiac circumstances. It is
said that Allen found the cow in his turnip
field and was so exasperated that he tied
the animal up and subjected her toa
brutal beating. The tortured beast broke
the rope and turned on her unfortunate
prosecutor and gored him to death. This
tragedy, if as reported, is particularly
distreessing.” So says the Transcript. It
is not however an unmixed matter of
regret that the cow had the best of it.

The formal union of the Free and
United Presbyterian Churches decided
upon at the joint meeting of the Free
Church Assembly and the Uaited
Presbyter'an Synod, was consummated at
Edinburgh Wednesday,31st. The ministers
marched from their respective halls to the
Royal Institution, then proceeded to
Waverley Market, and held the first
General Assembly of the United Free
Church of S:otlaud. Large crowds
witnessed the procession. The Rav.
Robert Rainy, D. D., was chosen
moderator of the Uunited Free Church.
The small minority which opposed the
union met in a separate hall aud con-
stituted themselves a Free Church
Aszembly.

Boston, Nov. 2.—A case of somo
interest to New Brunswickers is & suit
for $4000 damages brought against Chief
of Pulice Drury and a Patrolmen of
Cheslea by Miss Geurg'anua Martin a girl
of 19, who came here last March from
Kingston, Kent Co., N, B. She brought
the suit for alleged arrest.

It appears that Miss Martin came at
the request of one of her brothers, who
lives hore, but not finding him, stayed a
while with the family of one Thomas
Gallant, a Kent county man. Subse-
quently she secured work, but in some
way lost her position and became practi-
cally penniless. One night she had a
quarrel with the landlady where she
brarded and was turned out. She had
no one to whom she could go that night,
and while ont doors she was arrested by
a policeman in Chelsea as a night walker.
When tiken to coart she acknowledged
she was a night walker and was sentenced
to serve sixty days at the Daser Island
prison,

After her release from the prison Miss
Mactin claimed that she did not have any
idea what the term ‘‘night walker” meant
as she had not been lonz in the city.

She declares she is a good honest girl
and after applying to the British consul
for advice decided to bring suit for false
arrest.

Rev. Hero O'Leary at Home.

Quesec, Nov. 5.—Rev. Father O’Leary, a
hero of Paardeberg, was accorded a magpnif-
cent reception here last night. He leaves at
once for Ottawna to sea his brother, who is
ill. Father O’Leary is wearing the uniform
of the staff, blue frock coat, with two stars

of captain’s rank on shoulder straps and gold
letters R. C. R. The rev. gentleman says
when Cronje surrendered he counted sixteen
white flags in ths laager. The Boers had no
1espect for the white flag, and moreover had
frequently fired on stretcher bearers and
ambulaoces. He speaks in the highest terms
of Revs. Messrs. Almond and Fallerton, the
two other chaplains, and remarked they
were splendid companions. They were both
disappointed at being unable to aecompsny
the regiment in the engagement at Paarde-
berg, but strict orders had been received
from General Kitchener that no chaplains
vor correspondeats were to accompany the
column,  Father (’Leary personally pro-
tested. Subsequent orders were received
that Chaplain O’Leary only was to accom-
pany the column. Oa the Sundsy following
the battle of Paardeberg, accompanied by a
detachment of troops, he went down to the
battlefield and arranged the graves of their
dead comrades, placing a cross on each with
the name of the deceased and his number,
He had all Canadians buried separately from
the other victims, so that if any measures
are ever taken to bring the bodies back to
Canada there would be no difficulty in doing
80. As to the Boers, they treated him well
enouzh when he went into their homes, but
they were as a rule ignorant and uneducated.
Father O’Leary could not speak too highly
of the men—ss to their conduct and pluck
on the battlefield.

The Undoing of Oreation.

{Montrea: Witness.]

Mr. Selous, celebrated as the man who
hss done more than say other to drive
God’s larger creatures off the face of the
earth, is said to be somewhere in Canada.
Oune of the distinotive charactertios of the
nineteenth century is its tendency towards
the extinction of species. There are few
men, we presame, who can contemplate
without paia the disappearing from earth of
any breed of animals, yet there are few men

 whodo oot revel in the destraction of

animal life when opportuaity offers, and the
larger the snimal the better.  Majestic
animals are destroyed for the mere pleasure
of destroying them. It is said that the

Lord Robarts’ Appeal.

COMPLIMENTS THE SOLDIERS OF THE QUEEN
AS HEROES AND GENTLEMEN,

Loadon, Nov. 3.—Lord Roberte sends
from Pretoria s striking appeal tv his
countrymen to refrain from turning the
welcome of the home coming of the troops
icto a drunken orgy. He expressss the
sincere hope that the welcome will not take
the form of treating to stimulants and *‘thus
lead to excesses that will tend to degrade
those whom the nation delights to honor
and lower the soldiers of the Queen in the
eyes of the world, which has watched with
undisguised admiration the grand work they
have performed for their soversign and
country.”

Hesays: “Iam very proud to be able
to record, with the most absolute truth,
that the conduct of this army from first to
last has been exemplary. Nota single case
of serious crime has been brought to my
notice ; nothing deserving the name of erime.
I have trasted to the men’s own soldierly
feeling and good sense and they have borne
themselves like heroes on the battlefield and
like gentlemen on all other occasions

Lord Roberts explaios that he thus
appesls because of the distrersing dis-
oreditable scenes resulting from injudicions
friends speeding the parting soldiers by
shoving bottles of spirits into their hands
aad pockets.

Under False Colors.

Oue of the humors of the campaign was

Mr. Loggie had no opportunity just then to
geteven with Mr. Winslow,buta few eveuings
after at the Black River (Ullock s) meeting
he reverted to the subject and pointed out
the absurdity of Mr. Winslow’s assumption
of authority and asked if he was acting as
the representative of the Minister of Justice
when he wrote the letter to the press, as
president of the Northumberlaod Liberal
Clab, repudiating Mr. Gaynor’s authority to
call a Liberal convention for the nomination
of the party’s candidate.

Another phase of the methods of some of
Mr. Morriseey’s friends in bolstering him up
in the campaign in an improper and un-
authorised mavner was the lugging in of
Mr. W. 8. Logge’s position as President of
the Maritime Board of Tiade in comnection
with his support of the alleged Liberal can-
didate. That Board is a non-political body
and guards its position in that respect very
jealously, When Mr. W. 8. Loggie entered
the campaigu as a speaker and worker for
Mr. Morrissy he did it solely as an indivi-
dual. We hope he will set himself right in
the matter with the Globe, in which his
position in the Maritime Board was made
to do duty as an aid to Mr. Morrissy.

There are a number of interesting details
in connection with the Cassady failare, in
which about 18 St.Joban firme are interested.
In 1896 Mr. Cassady started a grocery busi-
nees in & small way at Chatham, oun a cash
basis. About six months ago he added
crockeryware and two months later boots
and shoes, giving long notes for his pur-
chases. These notes have not yet matuced.

The first the creditors knew of his finan-
cial difficulties was the notice of his
assignment, The St. John firms decided to
investigate, because the thing looked some-
what suspicious. Mr. Cassady had not asked
for renewals at all. As a result of this step
on the part of the St. John men, H. H.
Pickett was sent to Chatham last week. The
day before he arrived, Mr. Cassady was
arrested twice on bailable writs and obtained
bail. He failed to keep any appointment
with Mr. Pickett and on the morning of the
19th went over to Newcastle and took the
train for St. John.
