PARLIAMENT,

John Charlton Tells His Old Friends,
the T.iberals, Some Plain Truths.

In p:i-liament at Ottawa yesterday,
Mr. Ch.riton moved a resolution and
made a speech which was often ap-
plauded by the conservatives, but re-
ceived in absolute silence by the.lib-
erals. He declared that Canada had
not been making satisfactory pro-
gress, and had been losing the very
flower of her population, He thought
the time had arrived to stop this
drain and adopt a progressive policy.
Touching upon the alleged preferential
tariff, he pointed out that last year
our average duty on imports from the
United States was 24.83 per cent, while
from Great Britain it was 2487 per
cent, Notwithstanding the British
preference, the Canadian tariff was
3.5 of 1 per cent. more favorable to the
United States than to Great Britain.
This should not be. There has been a
remarkable growth of our imports
from the States as compared with Bri-
tain. The burden of Mr. Charlion’s
remarks was, fhat if reciprocity on fa-
vorable terms could not be 8ecured,
Canada should meet the United States
tarilt with equal self-production at ev-
ery. point, :
