The resigna­
tion, which Mr. Porter read, was as 
follows:

Inasmuch, as no fel­
lowship of life is more sacred or ten­
der than that which subsists between 
us in this holy relatioruAJip, It will be 
readily apprehended that this conclu­
sion could not be reached without keen 
regret and mental struggle.

I ask you, however,-to consideration 
of all the exceptional circumstances to 
grant my release as Indicated. 1 
•would respectfully request that my 
term of service expire on April 12, one 
week from tonight, when opportunity 
will have been given the church to act 
upon this urgent recommendation. It 
satisfactory arrangements can be made 
and it is your wish and will, I should 
regard it as a special privilege to oc­
cupy the pulpit on Blaster Sunday and 
administer the ordinance of baptism to 
the candidates /or church member­
ship.

And now, 1 commend you to God and 
to the Word of His grace which to able 
to build you up, and to give you an in­
heritance among all them which are 
sanctified.

The Board of Trade has been advis­
ed by Sir George E. Foster, (Minister 
of Trade and Commerce), that he has 
been for some time trying to get some 
additional tonnage for service between 
Canada and the West Indies. He has 
induced the Department of Railways 
and Canals to ÿlace a steamer on that 
route, which will leàve about April 
36, and bring return cargo from the 
West Indies. He suggests that Saint 
John people who desire cargo space 
for imports should get in communica­
tion with the manager, Mr. Gutelius. 
This steamer, as he understands it, 
will take freight at current rates. The 
demand (the minister writes) for mo­
lasses is Very large from Quebec, 
Montreal and Saint John and can by 
no means be more than fractionally 
provided for by this steamer. There is 
a possibility also of an extra steamer 
being put on by1 the Royal Mall Steam 
Packet Company, if they can get one 
released from the Admiralty. If this 
vessel goes on a cargo will be taken 
at current rates, as she does not come 
under the subsidy arrangements.
