PTE. M, C. HARRISON.

The sad news has reached Mr. and
Mrs, Martin Harrison, Gondola Point,
Kings Co,, of the death of their son,
Melvin Coll, which took place on Oc¢-
tober 15th in hospital in France, Par-
ticulars following the official tele-
gram stated that Private Harrison
died of enteric fever and was laid to
rest in the little cemetery at Bou-
logne.

The brave soldier was born at
Beech Hill, Gondola Point, in 1886 and
was the youngest son. Besides his
parents he leaveg four brothers, Ralph
and Allan at home; Sergeant Roy of
the 1st C. M. R,, in France, and Budd
of Pass, Alta., and one sister, Daisy of
the University of Saskatchewan, Sas-
katoon,

Private Harrison studied telegraphy
with William Darling, Quispamsis, and
was a successful operator in Eastern
and Western Canada where he leaves
many friends. At the time he enlist-
ed he was stationed near Calgary and
joined the 3rd C. M, R, in January,
1915, only a few: days after his older
brother, Roy, who being prompted by
that high sense of duty, had enlisted.

Training in Medicine Hat he went
overseas in June, 1915, and went into
action in September of that year.
He took part in some of the heaviest
fighting around Ypres and Hooge. Ear-
ly in 1916 the remaining men of the
3rd C. M. R. were transferred to the

of June 2nd and 8rd that Private Har-
rison especially distinguished himself
for his splendid marksmanship, cool-
ness and bravery under fire.

While suffering from repeated at-
tacks of trench fever and rheuma-
tism since reaching the front, and
compelled to spend short periods in
hospital he was always cheerful and
hopeful. X
