C. B. Foster, chief clerk of the passen-
gor,.dopartment of the C..P. R. here, return-
ed yesterday from a few days’ visit to the
Pan-American exposition at Buffalo. In
speaking of his visit he states that the great
show is mow ‘in full running order, all the
buildings have been completed and exhibits
have been placed. Everything is on a very
large &cale and no expense has been spared
on elther the buildings, grounds or exhibits
in order to make the Pan-American the
greatest of all American exhibitions.

The admission fee to the fair grounds
‘admits one to all the buildings and exhibits
except the special attractions of the Mid-
way, which, by the way, it would take $18
if one were to iake in every attraction on
the Midway. Leaving the Midway and its
specialties out of the matter, the great Pan
American is well worth a trip from this
section of the country, he says, and a few
days spent in studying the wonderful exhi-
bition is a great educator for all and
especially for the young people of Eastern
Canada, as the trip affords them an oppor-
tunity of spending a day-at Montreal, To-
ronto, Ottawa, Hamilton and Niagara Falls.

Mr. Foster states that the impression seema
to have got abroad that all hotels, boarding
houses, private houses, restaurants, etc., are
charging passengers most exorbitant rates,
and, while it may be true that one or two
of the leading hotels who can fill their
houses with rich Americans and foreign
travelers have put their rates to a point
that to the average maritime province man
would appear high, Mr. Foster thinks that
visitors from here, if they had their choice,
would mot select as a residence during their
stay, the down-town fashionable hotels, when
splendid rooms can be secured in hundreds
and possibly thousands of cottages, with
which  Buffalo’s famous resilent section is
filled. A good room, with breakfast, can, at
any rate during the months of July and
August, be secured at most of those houses,
which are more prettily situated and nearer
the grounds than the hotels, at say $1.60 to
$2 per day, and as there are abundant restau-
rant facilities, there is no reason why the
trip cannot be made at a very moderate
oxpense.

Those who make the trip during July and
August will probably have the weather quite
as cool as during September, and will cer-
tainly, to a very great extent, avoid the big
crowds which will, no.doubt, be there during

| September and October.

A complete regis-
ter of all Austriin firms -which purchase
foreign goods or mw materials is kept by
the government, and to such firms the
government mever granis the least favors,
nor do they ever receive government con-
tracts.

A match factory at Raab was reproved
by the govermment for purchasing foreign
material. The electric tramway compan-
ies of Flume and Temesvar were fined for
purehasing their moters from & German
firm. ‘I'he <electric mining road of Derna
was only given permission by the govern-
menkt to purchace locomotives, dynamos,
etc., from a German fivm after the man-
agers had proved conclusively that, for
their special purposes, they could use only
the machines of this firm.—Boston Com-
mercial Bulletin.
