A Cool Suicide,

A girl, who had been living with a ne-~
gro, James Johnson, in New York, was
found dead in bed the other day, the ne-
gro was missing, and a pool of bleod
(not the girls) with a razor in it was
found on the premises. A double mur-
der theory was invented at once, and the
police went to work. On Tuesday & ne-
gro gave information to the police that
led to the discovery of J' ackson. He was
found with his throat cut. Police Sur-
geon White found the wound to be six
inches in length and very deep. It did
not cut the jugular vein, however, and
thus life was saved, but the wind pipe i8
severed, and . the flow of blood must
have been very great. Drs. White and
Cushman consider it one of the most re-
markable incidents of powerful vitality,
for an ordinary man could not have sur-

vived the injury. It was decided to bg
unsafe to take his ante-mortem deposi-
tion, for if compelled to talk much - the
hemorrhage might be renewed, and the
man might bleed to death. While .Jack-
son was in the sitting room Captain Mc-
Cullough asked him : ««Jackson, why did
{ou kill Mary Jane Sullivan?” ¢“Captain,”

e replied, I didn’t mean to kil her. I
just hit her one skite on the head with a
stick, and she fell down stairs. Then I
ran and picked her up, and . carried her
up stairs, and put her in bed. I saw
that she was very weak, and could not
speak. Her head was cut and bleeding.
1 got some water in a basin and
washed her face and head, but it
didn’t do her any good.  Then I

to die, and I got frightened. I then
started to go to Sarvent’s dance house at
49 Sullivan street. On my way there I
met a big mulatto man with whom I was
acquainted. I told him about what I had
done, and he said to me, ¢« Jesus, Jim,
you had better cut your throat. for they
will hang you sure.”

ed to. ¢ We gasped for breath. Impos-
sible to talk, to sleep, even to swear. No
newspapers, no novels, Neyer did time

There is a summery feeling about the
woodcut of the quack-adverlisement-de-
filed rock, at.page 694 in the June num-
ber of Old and New; and so there is
about the fanciful story which it illus-
trates.

Be-
sides Mr. Brooks’s poem, there is a short
one called “Misunderstood,” by Norah
Perry. Of the editorials, one is on the
proposed new unobjectionable ortho-
dox” magazine to be started in New York.
Mr. Hale makes some very good fun out
of the “U. O.,” as he calls it. The other
editorial is a rather flery explosion in fa-
vor of an interpational copyright-law.
The serials are continued with good suc-
cess. The Criticisms, the Record of Pro-
gress, and the Music Reviews, are as
usual good. .
