Fkedrmcton, March 10.

Mr. Landry committed a bill toanthfnÿae 
C mransslonets to prepare a list of Sbedl 
ft ; electors tor 1874. The bill provide» 
that three Commissioners are to be ap- 
p Anted by the Government who shall 
t ike the list of 1878 and revise it, after 
notifying persons who may desire to add 
to or strike of names by advertisement in 

the Moniteur Anodin, and one other pa­
per inthe County. Mr. Landry explained 
that the Revigora of 1871 had1 neglected 
to n akc a list and they had fsimtlarly ne­
glected to make np a list for 1878. The 
e’ectors "will have to vote on the list of 
’73, and since that time aboutonc hundted 
voters more are Inthe Parish who should 
b i on the list; He had endeavored to make 
the people understand the matter that they 
might have their names added to the liai.
No list had been posted np atoll in ’78. 
One rwrtsor said he did not know he was 
a revisor,i while another raid he bad 
omitted to prepares list altogether. The 
people, therefore, bad" no opportunity to 
hate their names put on. Some unfair 
statements had been made by a paper In 
the county in reference to what he 
(Landry) bad done In the mdtter. The 
piper had, no doubt, been misinform 2d.

Hon. Mr. McQueen said if * poll h»l 
been held In the late Commons election 
the lis» of ’78 would have been that on 
which' voting Would have taken plane, 
and yèt the people had not, so for as be 
knew, been at all dissatisfied. The bill 
sought special legislation In a parish
