A well 
filled passenger car was at the rear of the ~ 
accommodation train, but the inmates 
escaped without injury, as the force of 
the collision was spent on the cars In 
front. Snpt. Angell says he verbally or­
dered the conductor to go on the siding 
at Veazie, and allow the freight train to 
pass. The latter says he received no 
such order, and pushed on as usual. The 
conductor of the freight train obeyed the 
telegraphed orders of the Superinten­
dent, and hurried on toward Veazie.

The eighth annual cattle show and exhi­
bition of the Grand Falls Agricultural 
Society was held at the Court House on 
Thursday last. The weather was plea­
sant and the attendance was quite large.

The number of entries were nearly four 
hundred in all departments, and were 
very good in most as regards the uum 
her and quality,

The stock, taken together, was quite 
good, bat still there Is room for Improve­
ment, and there Is nt> doiibt but there 
will be steps taken in this direction by 
the next annual show.

In the dairy department there was a 
good number of entries, apd as regards 
quality of the butter no better could be 
produced In any country.

The vegetable department was also 
well represented. Tile potatoes especi­
ally were very superior lu size and in 
variety.

In the grain department there was 
shown some very flue wheat, outs, peas, 
buckwheat, flax seed, turuip seed and 
corn.

In the manufacturing department the 
show of homespun, dress goods,blankets, 
shirting, Ac., was well worthy of remark.

The Slaughter House Question.
The city of Montreal is agitated over 

the slaughter-house question, and a de 
putation of its Council lias been visiting 
several United States cities examining 
the manner in which the abattoir system 
is carried out. The report recommends 
the city to build an abattoir, or promote 
the formation of an association of but­
chers for building one, in which alone 
si ould be permitted the killing of ani­
mals near the city. The latter method 
is recommended, and is the only one in 
operation in the United States. Ac- 
cordingtotheslaughter-honse revelations 
recently made by the News St. John is 
sadly in need of an establishment of 
this kind, but we should he sorry to see 
it erected and managed by the corpora­
tion. The butchers should erect it on 
-the most approved plan and manage it 
•subject to the supervision of the Board 
of Health. It strikes us that if the 

.Board should insist on tlio premises 
now used for slaughtering being kept 
clean the butchers would he glad to 
save expense by uniting for the erection 
of the necessary abattoir, 
mon Council, or Legislature, need take 
no action except to provide that the es­
tablishment should be erected on the 
most approved sanitary system, and 
prescribe penalties for the slaughtering 
of animals elsewhere in tiro vicinity of 
tlie city. It must come to this some­
time, and, in the meantime, the Board 
of Health should enforce stringent re­
gulations for keeping the slaughter­
houses as clenn as possible.
