FHEREAS it is expedient to permit the Importation of falted
and pickled Salmon and falted dry Cod Fifli from thle Iland
of Newfoundland and the Coaft of Labrador into the United

Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland, and to allow on fuch Importation
a. Bounty pn every Quintal or Hundred Weight of fuch Fifh fo imported;
be it therefore enaAed by the King's moft Excellent Majelly, by and with
the Advice and Confent of the Lords Spiritual and Tenporaià and Com-
mons, in this préfent Parliament affembled, and by the Authority of the
fame, That, fron and afrer the paffing of this A&, it mball and may be
lawful to import from the Ifland of Newfjundland, or the Coaft of Labra-
dyri, into the faid United Kingdom, any falted or pickled Salmon, or
falted dry Cod Fifh, having been taken and cured at the faid Places, or
either of them, by BritVh Subjeds, any Law, Cutbrn, or Ufage to the
contrary notwithitanding.

II. And be it further enaaed, That, upon the Importation of fuch
Fi(h into the faid United Kingdom, there fhall be paid and allowed to tie
Importer or P>roprietor thereof a Bounty of Thre Shillings for èvery
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
