Compeared for the peti­
tioners Messrs. T. A. McEvoy and H. C. Ruchanan. who were heard and ques­
tioned. The delegates were then removed, and the Presbytery proceeded to 
deliberate.

It was then moved by Mr. W. J. Clark, seconded by 
Co m miti e«C Ap p o in fed! Mr. Currie, and agreed that the petition be received

and a committee appointed to consider more fully the 
whole matter and bring in a deliverance in the afternoon; the committee to 
consist of Messrs. McGillivray, Courtenay and I»awrence, with Mr. I. ltath- 
lmrn, elder.

Mr. Gi.more intimated that the grant from St.
