M. John Burns Recommends changn
Relative to Unem ployment
Ingurance.

(Special Staff Correspondent.)

Lonndon, May 5—Mr, John Burns has

noy laid on the tableof the House his
proposals for amending Part IL (Un-
employment Insurance) of the National
Ingyrance Act. Thig amending . bill,
of course, has mo reference to Part L.
of the Act, which deals with Ith in-
sumnce, and the amending of which
will require the serious attention of
Parliament Jater The present bill
amends the proyisions by which an
employer, after payving forty weekly
contribytions, recives a refund of 33
per cent, of the amount paid for each
workmman who has heen a complete
vear in his employ. Umnder the new
provisions the employer will receive
seventy-five cents for every workman
for whom he hag paid forty-five con~
tributions during the year, whether the
workman - has been continuously em-
ployed by him or pot.
The bill algo changes the Drovisions
determining actugl employment, Un-
der the principal Act 2 workman was
decmed to be employed if, though de-
prived of his uspal employment, he
wag following a subsidiary occupation
more remunerative than the amount
provided by the unémployment penefit,
e.g, by evening or spare time work.
Thig restrictionn was not intended by
the framers of the Act, and it is to be
removed, No change of policy is em-
bodied in the Bill, the net affect of
which will pe to diminish the total
charge uypon the Treasury without pre-
judicing the financial position of the
unemployment fund.
