Infent, which fills our souls with Chrlet-
mes joy, is & mimion of pesce. * Glory
to God in the bighest aud on earth peace
to men of good will.” Such was the
messege of the angels to the shepherds:
and by the mission which shall be opened
in tbis church next Sunday it {s intended
that sll in this parish shall be made par-
takers of the peace of Christ. Allow me
to say & few words on that subject.

One says I don’t need the misslon; it
1s tntended for hard eiuners and I am o
good Cbristian, Brethren, that la a de.
Juelon. The miseion {s to prevent good
Chbrietians from becoming bard elouers.
How many bard sivners were once good
Christian. How many fall into sioful
courses because they are puffed up with
eelf-righteousnees. The temptation to
pride is the devii’s last resort, and pride
goeth before a fall, Besldes, evervthing
in & mission tends to wake gocd men
better as well as to make bad men good,
Do you not want to persevere! Then
atterd the misslon, for it is & mighty
power for perseverance, Agaln, we ueed
the example of our good Chrietlans to
help nlong the eioners, Mauy a elnner’s
ealvation wiil depend on those who will
by word and by cxample help him to at-
tend this mission,

Avother ove saye, “O I have attended
miselons before : why ebould I get up
theee cold, wintry mornings at balf past
four to go to church to hear the old story
overepain.” In answer to that I admit that
the mieelon is an cld etory for it {s the
Goepel of Our Lord. But it s always in
teresting to souls who take a serlous view
of life. Such eouls know that they bhave
to dle ; they kncw that every wan will be
judged according to his woike; they /now
that a place {8 recerved for them ln Paia
dlee ; and they never can ficd such things
wearlsome.

Our Lord Jesus Christ is, indeed, an old
acquairtance ; does that make Hie friend.
ebip less preclouns?

Another one rays: “ I don’t want to
go to church to hesr those men pound
me with hards words, to pour fire aud
wrath on my head, to make me mizerable
with pictures of hell and the judgment.”
1 answer: How do you know that such
will be the effect of the misslon? 1 ad.
wit that the justice of God will not be
omwitted by the Fathers as a motive for a
good life. But it is not the highest
motive, Did you ever attend and msake
a misslon? If eo, was not the fioal re-
sult of it the poesession of the love of Gud,
e etate of joy and peace and hope sand
coursge! There are many who need the
grece of the fear of God to start
with, but none can do without love if
they are golng to persevere in the divine
rervice, aud this great fact s kept steadlly
in view In the miesion, and in every ser-
mon and instruction of it,

Another cbjects that the miselon iz in-
tended for elmple people and not for fn-
telligent and educated men aud women,
the class to whbich he belongs. Brethren,
that is an cffenelve form of Pharleeeism.
Is your religion that of one certaln cluss ?
Was the Goepel Intended only for the
simple and ignorant 7—or {s the misicn
tomething besides the Goepel ! There are
not two Gospels—one for the eimple and
suother for the educated. The Mlisslon.
sry Fathers are educated men, and thelr
eouls sre absorbed in the truths which
they utter. Are you of a higher order of
intellect than they ?

Brethren, this miseion s sent by God
for ull the people, forall clagees among ue,
for one and all of the pariehioners of this
church, F.r our part we extend fits
favors to uvery person in the parlsh, and
we lay its obligations on all. All must
atterd it, unlees here and there one s pre-
vented by sickness or other equsily grave

veseon, All can benefit by it, all muet

try to do so. All must pray for euccees.

GETHSEMANI

THE GARDEN WHICH I8 ASSOCIATED
WITH THE BACRED S8TORY.

Oa the very loweet slope of the Mon't
of Odvee, deep down avd umnseen beyond
the 1uclosed walls of the Temple area, lies
the garden which is 8o acasclated with the
sacred story — Gethsemani, the teane of
the agony, eays & w.lter in Blackwood's
Magavine. Almott oppoelte to it, on tte
other atde of the road which traverses the
narrow vslley, is what {s now called the
Golden Gate, supposed to have been the
Beautiful Gate of the Temple. 1t would
be the natural and nearest way by which
to reach that sacred retirement. By this
gate no doubt the betrayerand hlestealthy
bard would follow the steps of our Lord
to Hle favorite haunt, etealing down
under the twillght ekies to where the
ebade of the pale clives sheltered His
mwyeterlous avguleh, aud the troubllug
dozing of the disciples ‘“‘sleeping for sor
row,” confused by the strsnge uccompre-
bended tide of events, which was drawlng
their feet toward something they knew
not what. And by this path again, no
doubt, they led their Prisouer back, avold.
ing the peopled waye, hurrying Him iato
the stronghold of His enemies,

It 18 eaid that there exists & Moelem
tradition that by thisgate the Messlah 1s to
ylde into the holy place, taking back His
kingdom; and cousequently the precaution
has been taken— & curlously ineffectual
one, coneldering the greatest of the event
—of building up the gate, There i3
something even in thls superstition which
is grateful to the imiginative mind. And
the singularly touching juxtaposiiion of
the Temple gate and thegardenis stlil more
memorable, Getbsemani 1self, a site
about which there is no manner of doubt,
fs now a garden of flowers, protected by
trim palloge—a modern gs.rden. orderly
and well cared for, which gives a certain
shock to the mind, but rather for the first
moment than permanently.

THAT DOCTRINE WAS IMPORTANT FOR
CATHOLICS
sbove all. Two daye before our Lord’s
deatb, when the Pharisees came to en.
tengle Him with questions, they ssked,
¢ What is the great commandment of the
Lord 1" Chbrist esid, * Thou shalt love the
Lord thy God with thy whole heart and
with thy whole mind,” but He immedi-
ately added, “and the second is like to
this, thou muet love th{ nelghbor as
thyself.” He purposely linked the two
together, and they could not be severed.
Bome one might eay, “Who are my
nelgbbors 1” Our Lord had settled that
(tuenion in the parable of the good
Samaritan, Oar neighbors were all men
and women and children who wanted
belp. Tney might ack, * How am I to
love my neighbor? Am 1 to wrlte son-.
nets by moonlight in pratea of the dark
man, and the negro, ard the white elave,
aud thestreet arab?” Oar Lrd had salo,
“You mayst love your uelgbbour as
Christ loved you,” or, “' Liave your nelgh-
bor as you love yourse:ves.” Let them
fix thelr attention on that rule. Cer-
tainly
IT WAS NOT BY WRITIN 3 BONNEIS
in praise of themselves that they loved
themselves, but it was by their keen sen
sitiveness for thelr own comforts, Men
lived day and night for their own com-
forts and discomforts, and were feellngly
aive to all that concerned their own
plessnre and their own psin, their health,
thelr s'ckness, thelr riches, and thelr
poverty — their honor and dlshonor.
Oor  Lord elmply eald, *Share
that love with those around you. Do
for others what you are dolog for
youreelf.” Let them thare what they
pos:essed with others, for loviog was
really sharlog, end when wishing and
praylog for themeelves let them pray for
others also, Perhaps they would uuder
stand that doctrine better by calliog to
mind whbat wes written by a man {uo the
dnye of old who bad never seen the Gospel
of Chriet as Catholics saw it; who had
never knelt before the altar as they did ;
who was never fed by the body of the
Lord as they had besn; who had never
looked up to the face of the Madonna as
they did. That man
IN THE OLD DAYS
lived in the mid:t of heaiheuism, and he
wrote under the {nepiration of the Holy
Ghost, and he bequeathed it to them e
uttered that prayer in the sight of God
and His angels: “ If ever I bave eaten my
mozsel alone, and the fatherless have not
shared of it, may my shoulder fall from
ita joint, and my arm with its bones be
broken ” These were the words of holy
Job. That was the doctrlne which our
Lord wanted them to adopt, and that did
not merely refer to the food which they
ate, but He wanted them all day long,
and at all times of the year, to ehare what
they pos:essed with their nelghbors, and,
if wi:hlng and praying for good thinge for
themeelves, let them share thelr prayers
and wishes with others that they might
havs them too, If eome man compored
a macual aud put that prayer cf Job's
before them in large letters, he would
hovestly aek, How many of them would
dare to say that prayer? IIa thought
they would elther cut that leaf out of the
manual, or would live in a perpetual state
of wervouspess about their shoulder or
thelr arm. They knew that the poor were
not treated properly in the
OLD ATMOSPEHERE OF PROTESTANTISM,
When Protestants had three handred
years ago made pauperlsm a crlme they
had grown up with wrong ideas concern-
ing the poor. Was that doctrine of Jab's
their doctrine?  Pethaps our Lord bhad
done away with that truth—wlith the old
dogma? Had the nloeteenth century
brought amongst other great revelations
that there were two Creators—one that
created a nice, respectable, refined gentle.
man, born for a good coat, for au arm-
chalr, for a b2autifal drawing.room, and,
perhaps, £10000 a year, and another,
¢'umsy Creator, who created the miserable,
the pcor and the beggare, That gentle
man in his drawing room might receive a
begging letter. A llttle later a servant
announced that there was a priest wanting
alms, the Little Sisters were coming to beg
food, the Sisters of St. Vincent de Paul
wanted some help, and he became fever-
{sh, frritable, and nervous, aud he sald :

“Roally, this Is intolerable,” and ap
pealed to his faithful servaut to take pity
on him, and esve him from those appeals,
and exclalmed,

¢ Reslly, my life i3 not worth living,”
acd his dear wife and children chimed in :

“Yes, darling ; dear papa, It 1s true ; it
{s latolerable,” and ke said : :

o] really can’t get quiet; my mind is
dlsturbed ; I cannot pray,” and to qulet
himeelf he sprinkled eau de cologns over
bis forehead and began to read the news.
paper. He tock out his little Oflice and
began : “Oar Father, who art in heaven
_"

But holy Job put his hard upon him
and said : “Ia the name of Gud, do not
say that—Say,

*My Father,’ because if you say ‘ Our
Father’ you are admitting that there is
only one Creator of the poor and rich.
If you say *Our Father,’ you acknowlege
that the same Creator—that old -fashloned
doctrine that wasin my time—that the
same Creator who created you created
these men whom you have sent away be
cause they are pestering your life.”
Those people who had come for alms had
gone away sick at heart because they could
not get help. Perhaps there wes

from the care of St. Vincent de Paul and
put under the care of one of those who did
the work of St. Vincent de Paul in the
cxmp of Satan. There were women and
children wanting fire, a man dylogon a
pallet and not knowlng who would teke
care of his Cathollc orphans; and etill
men who had comfort were pestered to

death and were wretchedly miserable be:
| cause & fow begging applications came to

them. Let them go to the hovels of those
whom they had re¢jected. Let them hear
them arguing with God, listening to the
apostle of Saten, who came and eald to
them : “ How ¢sn you belleve there is a
good God ! If s good God created you,
why does He make this inequality,”
Taus the Lord God wae blasphemed and
put upon His trlal, The poor were beiog
evangel'zed in that eente. and repidly
taught that there was no God to care for
them, because the rich would not open
their hande to share their Juxuries. Sel-
fisbnees came ineide the Church of God.
Plous Catholice, as they were called, might
be very eelfish, Many a prayer wae
offered in the church and at home full of
selfi-hness. Lot them take, for inetance,

the world be if that particalar man msde
a brilliant epeech ?  Oc agaln, if a father
or mother were having Novenas eald, and
Popes and Cardinale prayieg for them
that thelr well.seasoned daughter might
attract the eye of that young Marquls who
had come into the market, could angels
have much st mpatby with euch a prayer |
If the Marquis bappened to be a curse in
stead of a bleesing, they might have reas n
to repent ; but if he was a really worthy
partner, why should God glve him ‘o
thele daughter be:ause they In seifish
prayer asked it? Lot them change their
prayers if they wanted a bleeefog. Lt
them pray that they and ell others—if
they liked that particular

LADY WHOM THEY DETESTED
—that she and others might have good
marriages for thelr children God would
hear such a prayer, and love it and blees
it. In thelr prayers they were to share
thelr morsels with others. They could
not have a bleselug frem God and a curee
for His image, 'Therefore ho asked them
to be good to St, Viccent de Paul, and
share thelr morsel with bls liitle ones
Let them prey earunestly for all, that they
wight have tbe grace to adopt the maxlm
of holy Job—that they would love their
twin brother — that was, every neighbor
whom God bhad created.

A BRAVE DKED.

Oa agravestone in New Lindon, Conv,,
appears the foilowing iuseripiton, The
records of anclert Geeece or Rome do not
oxhibit a nobler instanca of paurlotic hero
{em :

“On O:tober 6.b, 1781, four thousand
Biitish troops feil on the town with fire
aod eword, A lineof powder was laid by
them from the magszise of the fort to
the sea there to be lighted—thus to blow
the fort fnto the alr. Willlam Hotman,
who lay wounded not far distant, beheld
ft and eald to one of his companione:
¢ Lot us endeavor to crawl to this llne;
we will wet the powder with our hlood,
Thus, with the littie iife that remalns to
ue, we sball sava the fort and magazine,
and perhaps a few comrades who are only
wounded’ He alone had strength to
accomplish this noble design. He dled on
the powder he had dampened with hls
blood. His frlends snd seven of his
wounded companions by that means had
thelr lives preserved.”

After this simple narrative are these
words in large characters :

HERE RESTS WILLIAM HOTMAN,

On Connecticut's coast, when was New Lon-
don town—
While America’s fate hung suspended—
Bieg'd by British forees of marshal renown,
And few were the brave wno defended.

By four thousand soldiers surrounde

to the commander of the fortress to bring
her child once more before her dylug bed,
He granted the request, The next day
the eon appeared, e coried by armed sol-
diers, at the bed of hia mother. But ghe,
pale and coneumed with grlef, spoke no
woid, no, not & word, but iong and plerc-
ingly she looked on him, and having pen
etrated him long and deeply, she turned
her face to the wall, and gave the elgnal
to lvad away the son.  As he came eo ke
went —cold aud eulky, like as if there
was {n him an incarnate obstinancy. But
in the prison it came upon him, The look
of his heggard, dylee mother, thin and
wasted ; and with thlsilook everything—
reproach, puanlshment, admonltion, en-
treaty, mother’s auvxlety, mother's love!
Had she spoken to him a whole month
long, unceasingly, she could not have
spoken so earnestly aund thrilling to his
beart as she did with her dumb look from
her death-bcd  What a storm of emotlon
agitated the eoul of the wretched youth!
As never before he was moved, and hroke
forth ln such vehement ejrculations, that
ons would thiuk his beart must bresk,
We nced not he astonished that, all at
once, he struck his brow, burit into tesrs
and Joudly exclaimed: “O, God! to
what have I come?” He stopped not
with this recognition, no; he was con.
verted rincsrely ; he even entered a mon.
astery, and now you ree him—the young
criminal—hero, standlog before you {u the
pulpit.
