‘‘He that eateth me the same shall live
by Me.” ** Drink ye all of this, for
this is my blood of the New Testa
ment.” Although the early Christians
received Him in both kinds, still, when
persons were sick they only received
Him in the form of bread ; it was only
in the form of bread alone that He was
kept in the Church, and only in the
form of bread that persons in prison
were communicated. Therefore, the
practice of the early Christians was not
against it. It was also of great prac-
tical convenience in the Church, where
sometimes as many as 1,500 persons
communicated at one Mass, all of whom
were pressed for time, and had to be at
their work that morning.

15) How far do Catholics believe
in fate ?

Answer: Not a bit. All things
are not fixed ; they are not immovable
nor unchangeable. I don’t believe it
for a moment. There is no such thing
as fate. There is the law of God and
the law of the elements ; God stands
always for the right. We want to
cleave closely to God, to be in union
with Him, and when we are we shall
all be free from the grasp of the law
of fate.

16) God commanded this seventh
day to be kept holy, why does the
Church keep the first day ?

Answer : Because the Apostles set
the first day to take the place of the
geventh as the Sabbath, and God Him-
self placed the Church in charge of
such matters ; the Apostles gave that
legislation originally, and ever since
it has been followed by all churches.
