DENMARK GIVES WOMEN THE
VOTE
g

Copenhagen, June 4—The new con-
stitution of Denmark, which goes into
effect to-morrow, grants equal suffrage to
men and women, and ends the protracted
controversy for reform. The previous
constitution, adopted in 1866, after the
disastrous war with- Germany and Aus-
tria, was framed by the reactionaries who
had comeinto power. This objectionable
constitution superseded that of 1849,
which was framed as a liberal foundation
of government when Denmark passed
from a despotism to popular rule.

The Danes are thanking the European
war outbreak for their present good for-
tune. The giant conflict raging near at
hand caused a cessation of the internal
dissentions, but it was seen by the states-
men of the day that nothing short of a
compromise could effect the solidarity of
Denmark. It had been feared that a con-
stitutional reform would disrupt the
country, so ‘bitter were the factions for
and against. The unusual conditions
thrust upon the country by the war amal-
| g@amated-the feelings of both wings of the
Danish political world to a point where
compromise was easy and logical. . The
demand for reform was too broad for the
Conservatives openly to resist, so that the
proposal for a gradual instead of immed-
iate change was adopted.

Under the new constitution, which will
be 'subscribed to by King Christian to-
morrow, electors must attain their 35th
yéar to vote for candidates for the Land-
sting or upper house. The age of 25 is
necessary to vote for candidates tor Fol-
keting, or lower house, which corresponds
to the American House of Representatives.
Under the former constitution elective
rights in the caseof the lower house were
granted at the 30th year, but as a conces-
sion to the Conservatives the limit will be
reduced a-year at each election, which
will insure a period of 16 years for the
reduction to take place.

REV. J. K. KING
S ——

The case of Rev. J. K. King, the Metho-
dist minister found guilty of unpatriotic
utterances and voicing pro-German senti-
ments on his circuit on the Nashwaak,
will be dealt with by the Fredericton
Methodist District, which opened its
meetings here this afternoon.

Since Rev. Mr. King was adjudged
guilty of further disloyal utterances, itis
alleged, and has made statements from
his pulpits which have been calculated to
hurt reeruiting in that district. This
matter will doubtless also receive the at-
tention of the district meeting.

Immediately following the trial of the
Nashwaak minister pefsons prominent in
his churches received quantities of pro-
German literature mailed from Sydney,
N. S, and these letters have since been
turned over to the Methodist church au-
thorities, It is understood that the
district meeting will refuse to give Mr.
King a certificate of character as a result
of the disclosures, and his case will then
be taken up by the conference.

In the meantime a recommendation has
been made that he be removed from this
district, and the church authorities admit
they will have difficulty in finding a cir-
cuit which will be willing to receive, him
as their minister now.—Gleaner, Frederic-
ton, June 2.

——Hon. A.C. MacDonald has been ap-
pointed Lieutenant Governor of Prince
Edward Island™ He comes of a Highland
family which has a distinguished record
in the public life of the Island. Mr, Mac-
Donald has had wide experience in public
affairs, having served as a member of the
House of Commons for about sixteen years.

——Two medals of the Humane Society
have been awarded to Messrs, Henry
Fisher and William Jamieson, of Sturgeon,
Kings County, P. E. L, for their heroic
work in rescuing Patrick McGee from
drowning when his fishing dory capsized
in a storm. They put out in a boat and
ls.aved McGee at great peril to their own
ives.

——Two hundred and ninety-seven
Germans, prisoners of war, most of them
members of the crew of the converted
cruiser Kaiser Wilhelm Der Grosse, sunk
off the west coast of Africa on Aug. 20 by
H. M. S. Highflyer, arrived at Halifax, N.
S., on June 5, on the steamer Halifax from
Jamaica. They were taken to the con-
centration camp at Amherst, N. S,

——The Minister of Finance, Ottawa,
received on June 4, through the Governor
General, a cheque for $100,000 from Hunt-
ley R. Drummond of Montreal to be used
for the purpose of providing about one
hundred and twenty-tive maxim guns, it
being understood that these are to be in
addition to those to be provided by the
Militia finent  for the use of the
Canadian Expeditionary Force.

At Owen Sound, Ont. on June 3,
after an exciting chase, lasting all day,
and an exchange of shots, the police, aided
by a posse, rounded up a pair of the most
dangerous criminals who have been in
Owen Sound in years. Robert J. Bell is
now in jail with a bullet hole in one hand,
while John Williams, who is uninjured, is
also in custody. They are charged with
committing a series of burglaries.

——The London Daily Telegraph’s Rome
correspondent says Pope Benedict is pre-
paring a White Book, in which he will
show the steps he took in support of peace.

The pope has donated 5,000 francs ($1,-
000) for the purchase of twenty-five camp
altars for use at the front. In all, 39,000
francs ($7,800) have been collected to
meet the religious requirements of the
army in the field,

——Premier Asquith brought to a con-
clusion on June 4, a personal visit to the
British front, most of which he visited by
motor car,

During a tour of four days the Premier
investigated all phases of the army in the
field, hospitals, baths, flying corps, etc.
On a certain hill he viewed ‘the trenches
and saw shells bursting. Everywhere the
British troops received him with enthus-
iasm,

——Stretcher-bearer Reginald Harry
Drake, of No. 3 Company, 14th Battalion,
will receive the Distingaished Conduct
Medal from the hands-of King George.
Stretcher-bearer Drake is the first Can-
adian soldier to receive such high distinc-
tion in the present war. He is not yet 26
years of age.

Stretcher-bearer Drake won his medal
through an attempt to save a comrade,
Private George P. Stoady, from death,
under a heavy fire. Private Stoady died
from wounds. "~

——English insurance companies have
already paid claims amounting to $500,-
000 in connexion with the loss of life by
the sinking of the Lusitanja. ‘This repre-
sents the sum payable on about 350 lives,
and many more claims are expected to be
filed. The American claims will prabably
reach thrice this amount, according tothe
estimates, as some of the-American pass-
engers were heavily insured.
