The occasion is opportune to redirect
attention to the necessity for united
action in réspect to securing an ap-
propriation from the provincial govern-
ment to construct the Rossland-Vel-
vet wagon road. This feature is an
important factor in the future of the
Golden City, and its fulfilment during
the present year will have an effect
that can only be approximated at this
time.
