confined as a lunatic, but, hoping he
would in a measure recover under the
care_of his friends, he had been allow-
ed his liberty:

The defence then “called some..forty
witnesses, who all testified as to his
strange and peculiar actions _from the
time that he was taken ill'at a corn-
cutting at a neighbor’s “in’ the full of
1894. The strongest evidence in the
prisoner’s behalf was given by his
sister, Mrs. Lee, and her husband, who
gave very cles 1l candid evidence as
to his peculiar actions since his sick-
ness above referred to. ~ The defence
also called a number of medical experts,
notably Dr. Clark, *Medical Superin-
tendent of the Insane Asylum of Tov
onto, who had been present in
and heard the evidence of the witness:s
for the defence. Ile was also asked
by the Judge to make a personual exan
ination of the prisoncr, the J wlge -
journing the court fora couple of hours
to allow him todo so. After the exam-
ination, Dr. Clarke stated that he bad
no hesitation in stating that he consid-
ered the prisoner insane at certain
times, and described his partic lar form
of insanity to be that known
paranoia.

A number of other medical experts
were called, and the Crown put in some
evidence in rebuttal. The addresses of
the counsel for and against the prisoncr
occupied a couple of hours each and the
Judge's charge about half an hour.
The jury were not more than Lalf an
hour deciding upon their verdict.

Lapoint paid no wore attention to
the verdict of the jury than he had to
the evidence. He will be taken to the
insane ward of the Kingston penitenti-
ary-where hie will be confimed Lo awat
the action of the Government in his
case. Tt is not likely that the other
charges of shooting will be pressed.
