BITTER END

Patriotic Sentiment in Constantinople is Flam-
ing Against Any Submission.

Tchatalja Fight Was a Rout---Constantinople
Situation Grows Worse Daily.

Constantinople, Nov. 11— There is
every indication here now that the war
against the Balkan allies will be contin-
ued to the bitter end, as adviged by
Nazim Pasha, the Turkish commander-
in-chief.

Officers of the army join with the

Turkish press in applauding the deter- |

mination of the commander-in-chief to
continue the fight and it is stated that
the population of the Turkish Empire
is ready to aseist by every means in its
Power. At the mame time, many Mos-
lems are said to hare sworn to eacrifice
their lives in order to safeguard the
glory of Islam.

The Yenzi Gazette eays to-day: “If
Europe wishes to tear up treatics it may
do #0, but we will not allow the Koran
and the history of Osman to be torn up.
All the Turkish Ministers, with the
Grand Vigier, aged 84, at their head, as
well as our high dignitaries, our soldiers
and the whole nation, have sworn to
shed their Dlood in that cause. Those
who entertain the idea of abandoning
the fatherland will incur the maledic-
tion of the Almighty Prophet.”

WANT NO INTERMEDIARY,

8ofia, Bulgaria, Nov., 11.—The Bulgar-
ian Cabinet maintains the absolute neces-
sity of any peace negotiations with Tur-
key being conducted dircetly with the
Balkan nations, in order to ensure the
future poeition of the various states in-
volved, and to prevent the danger of
further - conflict  hfter the war las
ceased,

The Government organ, Mir, expresses
surprise that Turkey recognizes her de-
feat, but yet ignores the victors and con-
tinues to seck galvation from the pow-
ers. The newepaper remarks that such
mediation in the Past has proved costly
for Turkey territorially, and if persist-
ed in now may cause her Asiatic empire
10 become a second Fgvpt.

DIRECT NEGOTIATION RUMORED.

TRIPLE ALLIANCE STANDS PAT.

Berling, Nov. 11.—Germany, Austria-
Hungary and Italy will not intervene in
the Balkan situation so long as their
special interests are not affected, and
unless they are 1equesied to do so by
the belligerent nations.

This determination was reached dur-
ing a series of conforences held  here
between the Marquis Di San Giuliano,
Italian Foreign Ministcr, the Tmperial
Chancellor, aud the German Foreign
Secretary, at which the Austrian Ambas-
sador was also present.

In a semi-official statement iesved to-
day it was announced that the three
powers belonging to the '['ripl(: Alliance
will follow a common course in ragnrd
to the Balkaus, while at the same time
keeping in ‘friendly touch with  the
other powers,

THE ROUT AT TCHATALJA.

London, Nov, 11.—The Victorious Bul-
garians made one swift, vicious -._n-;mh
on the fortifications of TTehatalja to-
day. and won them. The disheartened
Turke are now scattered over the 25-
between theee captured
inople, and
the Bulgarians are pursuing t!;ntu, cap-
turing eome and killing others, J‘h.ere is
now nothing eave these disorganized,

lflv('ing bands of Turks to stop the Bul-

garians in their conquering wareh to-
wards the capital of their enemies.

Flushed with the increasing total of
victories, the Bulgarian troope, under
the direction of King Ferdinand, decided
thie morning that it wouid not be neces-
eary to await the arrival of the rein-
forcements which have elready started
from Sofia. The grating hatred which
the Bulgars feel towards the Turke fed
fire to the real of the @oldicrs, and after
testing the mettle of the defonsive army
by pressirg them Lard on ‘Tuesday, Wed-
nesday and to-day, King Ferdinand de-
cided on one awault. The Turks had
been yieliing to kis varied attacks dnr-
ing these daye, and this afternoon he
piléd all his foress on top af the Turks
on a sweching aseault,

The Turks resicted as host they could,
bat the saldiers, weak from Jack of
food, digheartened by defeat, and aaving
terrific physieal hardships dur-
ing the foew weeks of the war, at lagt
were pushed from their position.

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WILSON'S TOTAL

Will Have 442 Votes in
Electoral College.

New York despatch: Based on reiurns
at midnight, Woodrow Wilson has car-
ried Illinois and California by eafe mar-
gine. Thus he will have 442 votes in
the Electoral College, Roosevelt will
have 77, while President Taft will get
but 12.

It now looks ae if Illinois will poll
up a plunality of 15,000 for Goveruor
Wilson, while the rural districtg of
California will put him at least 3,000
ahead of his nearest opponent, Col.
Roosevelt, in that State.

The popular votes of the three lead-
ing candidates figure something like
6,000,000 or wore for Wilson, 4,000,000
or perhaps less for Mr. Rooecvelt, and
3.400,000 for President Taft. These to-
tals must vary to a certain degree with
revised retvrus from the present doubt-
ful Btates, but then in general they are
not far from being correct.

The loss of California and 1llinois to

offset by bis belated success in Minne-
sota, where the farmer vote upset Just
night's predictions, and turned the tide
there for the third party candidate.

The contest between Governor Wileon
and Col. Rovsevelt was o neck-and-
neck race ju Kansae, West Virginia, 11-
linois and California. but it was too
much for the Progressive when it came
to counting the votes from the rural
districts, .
