LONG ISLAJ;’D.

Long Island, in this County, isa

farming district, lying north of the

Grand Pre Dyke, so called, in Horton,

and bounded on the north by the Min-

as Basin, east and south by the Grand

Pre, and on the west by the Cornwallis

River. Fromits eastern to its western

extremity is abous three miles with an

average width of about one-half a mile.

Tt contains nearly one thousand acres,

one-half of which is gnder culfivation.
Twelve families reside there, with a
population of sixty-eight; all toid, whose
united ages amount to ‘2083 yeats, be-
ing an average-of -nearly 31 years for
cach adult and child in the district;
the oldest person is upwards of 95 years
old, ‘#nd there are four éhildren of one
year old or under. Probably there is
ot a district in this province that will
give as high an average of age a& this,
notwithstanding its reputation of being
an uphealthy locality. Within the last
ten years the total number of deaths
eccurring there was fifteen, seven of
whom were well advaneed in years,
having lived beyond the alloted age of
man, Of the remaining eight, . three
were children and died from diphtheria;
two died from lung troubles, one from
heart ‘disease, and one from -injiries
sustained in consequence of a fall.
Those living on this Jsland at present
ase all enjoying comparatively good
health, ‘and there seems to be no ju-t
reason to warrant the opinion that the
locality is in any way an’ unhealthy
one.—CoxM.
