WEED SEED IN OUB SEED 

INGS.

For several years I bave noticed 
ne it kinds of weeds in ny pastures 
and meadows, and au increase in 
both ibe narrow and broad-!e fed 
plaintain. It has been a wonder to 
me bow tbe last named sort was 
getlir g ao generally spread orer tbe 
farm, as tiw e bad been bet a little 
patch about the chip pile. I have 
been pulling np this weed constantly 
bat st 11 it has been cn the gain. Not 
until my attention was called recent­
ly to tbe large amount of weed seeds 
found in the timothy and clover seed 
we boy sad sow, did I realize wuere 
ibis | lsintain seed came from as well 
as other strange weeds and common 
ones as well.

There is tbe malien for instance. 
It is c rostently coming np all over 
the farm. I am now satisfied that we 
are constantly sowing these foul 
seeds witn tbe timothy and clover 
seed. I have been informed that 
fully 5 per cent, of Ihe bulk of tbe 
clover and timothy we purchase is 
made np of foal seeds. No wonder 
then that the plaintain and other 
weeds are rapidly on the increase. 
We arc constantly sowing them on 
oar fields and it is a well known fact 
that weeds are more tenacious of 
life than the finer and better sorts 
of plants, they live and scatter their 
seeds when others die or have been 
plowe 1 np.

If we would get rid of weeds, we 
most stop sowing them, and make a 
thorough fight for exterminating 
those we bare. I shall go ovjr s 1 
my fields this year with spade iu 
hand, and try to dig oat each as 1 
can find of tbe new comers. Some 
of the old sorts, like the daisy, 
have Ue best of me, and the only 
way to keep them down is by man­
uring liberally and frequently re­
plowing and reseeding. I find by 
manuring on the surface, that the 
meadows w.ll produce the grasses 
in such strength that the -daisies 
will be kept in the background. 
They come to th i front wonderfully 
when the land gets poor and the 
grasses die out. They ehovli al 
ways be cut before they blossom if 
they are to be cut for bay, or else 
the seed will mature. Ito leave a 
field of daisies till la full bloom, is 
to harvest a full crop of daisy seed. 
I have noticed in my meadows of 
late years that the big yellow daisy 
is a very bad weed. These all come 
when first seen in the grass seed 
sown. There are scores of foal 
seeds which will be found in. the 
grass seed—not all in one lot : bot 
more or less in ail. If the average 
grass see , as we say, cliver acd 
timothy, contain fully five per cent, 
foal seed, and we buy our seed of 
dealers with none taken out, the 
sied coming one year from one sec-

Cliildreu Cry for

By Chas. H F. Major

At this season of tbe year the 
agricultural papers are full of article» 
giving us hints to be ahead of our 
work : to be throwing off tbe coats of 
our winter rest and easy work, and 
to be preparing for the tush of work 
which will come upon us with tbe re­
newed activit" of returning spring 
But how many farmers as they read, 
have t.ny intention to apply the ad 
vice to themselves, and set their own 
things in ordei to meet the emergen 
cies of a changeable season. It is 
impossirle to estimate the advantage 
it is for tne farmer in a short season 
•ike ouis to be able to take time by 
■be forelock, and get ahead ol un­
fortunate spells of wea-her and 
other unforsecn cir uinstances, by 
being able to at once turn his atten­
tion either to investigate loss which 
these bring about, or to placing ex­
tra energy 'n some other quarter 
which may ofler a greater chance of 
success than was before thought of.

One such a job is being sure that 
the plough is in trim for work. Last 
fall was such an uoprecedeotly wet 
one that hardly any ploughing was 
dote, aid tniny ol the best farmers 
are thinking sadly that this fact in 
itself will mean a smaller yield next 
summer ; and If to that fact is add­
ed a late spring and to that tbe loss 
of even a half day or a day after the 
plough might have been at work, 
occasioned hy getting it in order 
for wo k, the loos will be consider­
able indeed. Theiefore don’t wait 
to get your shares sharpened, and 
two or more of them if you live in a 
■ftoney district, or where there Is a 
gravilly subsoil, until the day be 
fore you are going to start plough­
ing, when it is possible the black­
smith’s shop will be crowded with 
teams getting there horses shoes set, 
ploughs, barrows and drills, having 
bolls and nuts and bars and chains 
adjusted, and your own plough 
shares may be just pat in a corner 
with several others to be ready for 
you when a few hours or e”en a day 
or two will have been lost of those 
bright spring hours which mean ao 
much more to the farmer’s bank ac­
count at the end of the year that to 
that of any one else. Of course you 
can punch tbe team along with a 
dull implement to take the strength 
and feed ont of them, but be 
sure you will feel the loes however 
though von didn't know where this 
part of it comes from. And i 'v is just 
the aggregat! of these small losses 
or savings which in the bard time* 
we hope now closed for tbe farmer 
nas made the difference between 
make and break for mauv a strug­
gling tiller of the soil. Now is the 
time to overhaul all implements 
acd see that everything that is not 
in workiuq order is at once made 
efficient while you have cheap labor 
to spend upon it. It is most ruin­
ously exasperating to have to take a 
mower to town or village to get it 
fixed vhile tbe hay is just ready for 
cutting and yon have at last been 
blessed with some fine westher. 
What applies to the implements ap­
plies equally to the stationary stock 
such as barns and stables. See that 
no weak places exist acier tbe horses 
which may make an awkward stop­
page of teaming, when you have to 
put in a plank or two during ihe 
rush of manure hauling, ploughing 
or seeding. Tbe old well-worn adage 
applies to every phase of life, wheth­
er spiritual, mental or practical:
“ Better safe than than sorry. ” Go 
overall your fields and note w’e:e 
water is lying and thee take shovi !

At least if no such sweeping re­

THIS HINT WILL SAVE SHOE 
BILLS.

A pair of shots made of good 
Umber will last much longer il 
oroperly cared for tban when neg­
lected. When shoes are t lacked 
the leather soon become, hard aud 
dry. the best-fitting pair will be un­
comfortable and here and there litili 
cracks will appear which vyi l soon 
become cnasrns. Every week or two 
the blacking should be wiped off 
with a damp cloib, the shoe should 
be allowed to dry and then ba rubbed 
■vith the best harness oil. Every 
part, including tbe sole and seams 
should be oiled and be oil given s 
chance to soak in. tbe tougher 
leather can be made soft in this way 
and good leather will, after .his treat 
ment, fed like kil. The shoe wil 
wear three limes as 1 mg and be 
much more ccmfortiti le.

TO PREVENT A CHIMNEY 
FROM CRACKING.

’People who use lamps—and ivery- 
loily does more or less—come it 
here and ask me lo pick out a cliim- 
n»y that j can warrant against 
tracking. Now ihe fact is any 
'amp chimney is liable .to crack 
But I can give yon remedy which will 
Tome nearer keeping a chimney from 
cracking ihun anything I know of, 
and it i« eim| le : Wash tbe chim­
ney in coal oil and do not nttemp 
to dry it with a cto’h or anything 
else. Tual chimney will smoke un­
til t gets as black as a black cal 
ftefo-e it will crack, j have nevei 
had a customer who tried this wb 
came back for another chimney.— 
Interview in Chicago Tribune.

VALUE OF VEGETABLE MOLD

Tbe scientific name of decayed 
vegetable matter is humus. The e 
has been great d flercnce of opinion 
»s to its value. Tne original popu­
lar idea is that black toil, or -hi 
filled with vegetable matter, mus 
necessarily be rich. Yet some of th- 
train crops, especially winter gra ns 
are g-uwn even better after tb< 
humus diminishes. In all localities 
» *1 tgbt addition of the necessan 
mineral elements will enable grain ft 
oe grown successfully. According 
o this, the humus is of little value, 
•xcept to Improve tbe mechanics 
condition of land, making I gbt soi 
more compact and heavy clay mors 
porous. But further investlgatioi 
«bows that vegetable matter in tin 
oil lias much more then its mechan­
ical effect. It Is always decompos­
ing, always throwing off car boon 
acid gas, and this is the best and 
universal solvent of minerals lha 
might o'hcrwise be locked out of 
reach of ctope. It is cerisin sh- 
t-hat the decomposition of homos 
furnishes certain proportions o 
nitrogen, varying wuh tbe materi 
a's from which it is composed. Thu* 
tbe bomue of clover-bay is richer 
tban that of wheat or otLer graii 
straw.

Apple blossoms in *11 their natural 
b auty and fragrance were seen in 
i New York drawing room the otbei 
day. They were cuttings from a New 
Jersey orchard and three weeks before 
hafi been bare whips open the tree. 
They had been put in water aud set 
in a window in tbe son. Cherry 
bio ims can be brought out in tbe 
same way, and ibe lilac is very sus­
ceptible to this treatment, a Hide 
lime bting put in the water in the r 
case.
