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QUILTINGS.

■ The Trade Name for Such Fabrics as 
Piques and Vestings.

Among the finest and moat distinctive 
rarities of textile fabrics are the cloths 
technically known as “quiltings,” which, 
however, have nothing to do with bed 
quilts, but include »uch fabrics as piqu- 
es. diamonds, mattings and materials for 
gentlemen's waistcoats.

The important processes in the manu­
facture of quiltings are zealously guard-

| ed as trade secrets,
lustrated News. They represent the fin­
est achievements in cotton cloth.

The extreme * delicacy of their manu­
facture may be gathered from the fact 
that down even to twenty-five years ago 
they were still largely made on the hand 
looms, the work being done not in the 
mills, but given out to the workers in 
their own homes. By constant experi­
ment and after many failures a quilt­
ing loom was constructed which could 
be driven by power, though its produc­
tion was only slightly faster than the

the London II-i hand loom. During the laet twenty
veals great improvements have been in­
troduced, especially at Bury, England, 
which claims to be the centre for the 
making of quilts.

J he Aero Club of Berlin lias been giv­
ing its attention to the question of guid­
ing lights for the use of aeronauts at 
night. It suggests a combination of let­
ters in vivid colors, which will be clear­
ly «sen at, a distance in the dark and
