CUniNGk A_FARM OD T OF 
FOREST.

What an Enterprising Moncto- 
nian is doing and purposes do­
ing on the McLaughtin Road. 
The Ensilage System : An 
Experiment that will be 
Watched with interest by our 
Farmers.

A few weeks ago it was stated 
that Dr. Baxter was experiment­
ing with a silo at his farm on 
the McLaughlin Road. Yester­
day, the wea'ther being fine and
mild, the doctor fulfilled his 
promise to drive a Times repor­
ter out to his farm, to see what 
he was doing and to learn some­
thing about the Ensilage sys­
tem. The farm is conveniently 
situated on the Mi Liughlin 
Road, about a mile and a hall 
from the town, being a very 
pleasant fitteen minutes drive 
from the Doctor’s office. It be­
gins at a point about 300 yards 
the other side of the RuralCem- 
etery property, and extends 
along the main road about one
mile, varying in depth from 
about 110 rods to perhaps 80 
rods at the narrowest point. This 
land was purchased by the doc­
tor two years ago, at which time 
it was entirely covered with a 
thick growtn of bushes and 
trees. The fact that the district 
had been burnt over about 
twenty-five years and that such 
a thich growth of new trees, 
consisting for the most part of 
birch and juniper, had since 
sprung up was of ifself evidence 
of the richness of the soil, but 
strange to say very little of the 
land on either side ol the road is 
cleared or cultivated- The doc­
tor tooie his choice of location, 
however.and went to work with 
a will. Though he had little 
time to devote to superintend­
ing the work, last year he had 
some 50 acres chopped and this 
spring he got from 15 to 20 
acres under crop, in oats, pota­
toes and Southern corn. The 
potatoes did not turn out as they 
should have done, the crop 
everywhere being a failure, blit­
he will probably have 500 
bushels. From a barrel of a new 
variety sent him by a friend in 
Nqva Scotia, tl^e return is about 
tvyeney fold, but all the other 
varieties were far belovy an or., 
dinarv yield- Of oats fie fias 
probably 150 or 175 bushels hut 
it is of tfie corn we would speak 
particaWrly and of the

SYSTEM OF ENSILAGE.
The doctor planted a little 

patch, not npre than a third of 
kn acre, with “Blunt's Frqlihc,
& variety of Southern corn,high- 
ly recommended for ensilage 
purposes, owing to the luxuri- 
Lt g^gtfi. The qeasqn vya§ 
not very good for corn, which 
requires a hot, dry summer, but 
the third of an acre planted 
yielded qo less tfian tvvglvo tons, 
or at the rate of thirty..six tons 
to the acre. Some ot the stalks 
grew to the height of 13 leet.aud 
one about 12 feet in height was 
exhibited in Mr. Kstey’s drug 
store during the summer. The 
principle ot ensilage as applied 
to corn is tfie suiqe as tfiat q! 
panning lobsters or green peas, 
or anything else which is desir­
ed to keep fresh. First it is neces­
sary to construct a “silq." A sjlo

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may be large or email, accord­
ing to the quantity of ensilage 
to be m ide. One of the best 
plans is to construct a stone 
box, water proof at the bottom 
and air proof at the eide. This 
has been the course pursued by I 
the doctor, and as he had some I 
stony land, which is found in 
almost all new farms, he was at 
little or no expense except for 
the cement and the labor. The 
silo was built in the cellar of 
the barn, and when the corn was 
fit for gathering; it was taken to 
the barn, cut in pieces about 
half an inch long,and put in this 
silo. The corn is better to be 
gathered when wet, and as a 
matter of fact, the doctor gather- 
ered his while it was raining. 
As the corn was put into the 
silq/means were employed to 
press it down, and when finish­
ed planks were laid across the 
top, leaving about half an inch 
at each end for the escape of air, 
and weights added. The corn 
yet has a sweet smell, though 
the success of the silo cannot be 
demonstrated till it is opened 
and the ensilage fed to cattle. 
The advantages claimed for this 
system are;—

(1) Forty or fifty tons of corn 
may be produced from one acre, 
whereas the dried product of one 
acre of grass is but two tons; 
consequently the acre of corn 
will feed perhaps four head ef 
cattle, whereas two acres would 
be required to feed one animal.

(2) The corn is green and is 
as good lor laying on fat or mak­
ing rich milk and batter as J une 
grass.

(3) The corn can be gatnered 
in wet weather and is better for 
it—there thus being none of the 
risk or loss attending hay mak­
ing.

Of course the silo must be well 
built, or there will be a failure. 
This system has many ardent 
admirers in the United states, 
and if it is as good as it is claim 
ed to be, the farmer who adopts 
it will be very greatly benefitted 
indeed. It is a new'thing.how- 
ever, a writer on ensilage stating 
that there were fewer than fifty 
silos in the United States last 
year,though large numbers were 
being constructed. We presume 
the greatest difficulty would be 
in keeping the ensilage good af.. 
ter the use of it has Lem com­
menced To make the result 
good small silos would seem to 
be preferable, or if the silo be 
large, have it subdivided by air 
tight walls. However we do 
not “speak by the book,’’ and 
should rather leave this to prac. 
tical experience.
WHAT THEUOCTOB HAS DONE,AND 

WIIAT HE CONTEMPLATES DOING.
Tbe reader having learned that 

the doctor having taken up 200 
acres of wilderness, chuppefi 50 
acres the first year and about 10 
the second and got considerable 
under cultivation, may want to 
hear something of his plans for 
the future. The bulk of the laud 
for root and grain farming a san­
dy loam six to eight inches deep 
with clay bottom, on the sunny 
side of a hill, has been efioppeq. 
The rest will make excellent hay 
land. A large barn, witfi cellar 
and substantial stone wall, has 
been erected; qnfi qn adjoining 
pjece of land and a house hav­
ing been purchased from the 
Beckwith estate, the house will 
be removed a short distance and 
used as a residence lor the man 
who will be put iu charge of the 
lariq. Tfie approach to fhe ham 
is a roadway through a large 
and handsome grove. A short 
distance away, at the summit ol 
the hill, the doctor proposes, 
some time in the future, to build 
a residence for his family. A 
carriage drive leads to the site 
ol the proposed residence and a 
suitable number of poplars and 
maples have been left ai either 
side ol the roadway. The view 
conjBl^bUed is a very fine que, 
embracing Moncton, Lewisville, 
j?oX Creek and shore for a long 
distance, and the river and the 
/Jlbert - ounty shore nearly to 
ililsboro in front, and Indian 
Mountain in the rear. When 

! the short distance of intervening 
I forest between the farm and the 
j town is cleared a way the \ lew

will be hard to equal. Next 
spring an additional quantity of 
land is to be put under cultiva­
tion and our reporter noticed a 
large compost estimated to con­
tain 150 double horse loads, 
which will be used next season. 
Should the ensilage system 
prove a success, four acres will 
be planted with corn, which it is 
proposed to build a large silo, 
30 feet long, 15 feet wide and 13 
feet deep.half above the ground, 
divided into two sections with 
a stone wall in the centre. The 
doctor proposes to have a large 
number of well bred cattle to 
f ted this to. and for the cattle 
w ill erect a shed 70 or 109 feet 
in length, communicating with 
the silo and a passage way run­
ning through the middle with 
the cattle stalls on either side 
for convenience. This season 
he has had 21 pigs of theChester- 
IterkshireCross.but recently sold 
ten of them owing to the high 
price he can get ior his potatoes. 
He purpases getting some 20 
sheep from the Island, which 
will be purchased by Mr.Joshua 
i'eters this fall, and next season 
put on the burnt hardwood to 
keep down the new growth. In 
the course of a few- years, in all 
probability, this will be one of 
the best farms in the Province 
On the McLauchlm road,within 
five or six miles of a town of 
fi.OOOinhabitants where all kinds 
of produce and meats are high 
priced and often hard to get, are 
thousands of as good land as 
ever “lay out doors.” In that 
locality the sun gives out a sur­
prising warmth in the spring 
and vegetation is rapid. A small 
patch planted with cucumbers 
well along in June, when it 
was thought to be too late,yield­
ed several barrels. < orn.wffieat, 
potatoes, and cucumbers, toma 
toes, and in fact all the import­
ant crops and vegetables can be 
grown here as well as anywhere, 
and this being the case it seems 
strange more land is not 
taken np aiyi cleared.
