A King of Biographers.

A few nights ago as I turned to my3
encyclopaedia in search of informa-
tion, my eye caught the ever memor-
able name of James Bosyell, and 2s
chance would havexit/ it biﬂ&)”-‘(ﬁi‘. an-
nivérsary. of his! bf¥thl ¥ putithe en -
cyclopaedia aside, and sat down fo
dream over the happy times I have
spent at Lichfield, .where the great
Samuel Johnson -was -born.: Seme
three years ago 'I. was fortunate
enough to be present at the unveiling
of the Boswell statue, and I am sure
that Scotchmen were no more grati-
fied' than Englishmen ‘at the ‘ereetio:n
of a statue of James Boswell in the
city of Lichfield, in oclose proximity to
that of the great moralist, essayist.
and lexicographer, ‘Dr, Samuel John-
son. That such a tribute to: ‘the
memory of the immortal biographer
of Johnsgn should have been: delayed
30 long is strange indeed, and the
city of Lichfield is to be congratulat-
ed upon its thoughtfulness and devo-
tion to a man whese life was insep-
arably connected with that of its most
distinguished citizen.
Boswell’'s name will live as long- as
the name of Johnson by virtue of the
inimitable biography that evoked
from Macaulay and <Carlyle  suci
glowing tribute of praise. ‘“The Life
of Johnson,” wrote Macaulay, “is as
suredly a great, a very great work,
Homer is not more decidedly the first
of dramatists, ‘Demosthenes: 8 = not
more decidedly the first' of orators,
than Boswell is the first of biograph-
ers. He has no second. He has dis-
tanced all his competitors so decided-
ly that it is not worth while to place
them. Eclipse is .first, and the. Tes*
nowhere.” Macaulay, however, had
a pair of penetrative eyes, and it was
not to be expected that the foibles @nd
failings of Bozzy would elude them
though not every'critic of Boswell is
prepared to endorse Macaulay’s vol
canic description of the young Secotch
man whom Dr. Johnson continually
honoured with his company and his
confidence.
The temperament of Boswell i
open to all. There is no invisible un-
lercurrent in it

An Open-Hearted, Frank Fellow:

A more  straightforward, open
hearted and frank fellow is not to
found in the literary annals of the
Johnsonian age.. It was impossibl¢
for him to concedl his weakness; or
for that matteér, to coneéal any phas-
of his interesting and  complex per-
sonality.. But when ‘one has mady
oheself familiar with all the eomplex-
ities of Bozzy’s life, his volatility and
dissoluteness, his resolutions and re
trogressions, his bigotry affd his shal-
lowness, his servility and his pedan-
try, it is impossible that one can do
ostherwise than ‘receive him with ope';l
arms and:an afMectionate - embrace.
Certainly Johnson snubbed him on
many cccasions, as he so often snu'.-
Yed all his friends, but doubtless he
saw a great deal moreé in his future
biographer than the reflections of
Macaulay were able to discern. He
may have been a “Paul Pry, a syco-
phant, a parasite, a coxcomb, a bigot,
2 sot, ‘a buffoon, and a fool” to those
who had not the coveted companion-
ship and esteem of Dr. Johnson, but
he
“1ad *the honour of the intimate friend-
ship 'of one of the greatest spirits of
-he eighteenth century. “Never, my
lear sir,” said Johnson to him'on onc
yceasion, “do you take it in  your
1ead that T do not lové you; you may
settle 5‘011)'self in full confidence beth
)f my love and esteem. I loye you as
1 kind man, I value you as a worthy
nan and hope in time to revereace
sou as a man of exemplary piety.”

A Supreme Biography.

The biography is literature, and
supreme in its own particular branch.
There 'may, or -there may not have
{been a statue of Johnson in Lichfield
in the absence of his companion’s
massive biography, but it is quite cer-
tain- that only through Boswell hes
posterity been able to understand
what manner of man Johnson in re
ality was. As Macaulay writes
“Johnson, as Mr. Burke most just'y
observed, appears far greater i
Boswell’s books than his own. Whai
a singular destiny has been that of
ithis remarkable man! To be regard-
ed in his own-age as a classic and in
ours as a companion. To ‘receive
from his' contemporaries tha ful®
homage which men of genius have ir
general received only from posteritv'
To me more intimately known to pos
terity than other men are known tr
their contemporaries!”

The peculiar gifs of Boswell havi
furnished us with a portrait of John-
son that it would have been impos-
sible to obtain solely from his books
Posterity knew him better than they
know: any other figure in the world of
letters, and if only for this achieve-
ment it is fitting that he should have
been deemed no less worthy -of a
statue. Lichfield, too, is an appropri-
ate shrine; for just as Lichfield is
inseparable from Johnson, . so John-
son is inseparable from Boswell.

Regulus An 0ld Ship.

The s.s. Regulus was built in 1878
and arrived here. first ' June 14th.
1897 in command of Capt. Yeo.  Capt.
A. Kean was then given charge of
her. Her tonnage is 1,367 gross, 855
nett; 258 feet.long, 32 feet broad, 19
feet deep. The captains. who had
charge of the Regulus since were
Captains  Couch, Wakeham, McNeil
and Taylor. The s.8. Regulus had
poor luck the past three years. About
two years -ago  she ran into an ice-
berg which nearly sunk her. Shortly
afterwards she ranm ashore up near
Bay Bulls. Next year she ran into a
steamer comjng out of Sydney, and
the past season collided with the s.s.
Karema, and had to be sold ‘to pay
the daniages against her. Her last
stroke of ill-fortine was due to the
breaking of the:tail shaft off Bay
Bulls Head last Sunday. The D. P.
Ingraham: with Mr. A. Piccott, Minis-
ter of Marine and Fisheries, wént out
this morning to the scene of the
wréck, taking 'out two divers from
H.M.S. Brilliant, whom Capt. Wool=-
comb kindly sent out. The loss of the
Regulus is the worst on record occur-
ring near the city. The Lucerne- is
supposed to have been lost on this
coast near Bay de Verde in the year of
1896. She carried a crew of 22; most
of whom were St. Jolin's men. The
Lucerne was a sgister ship of the s.s.
Regulus, belonged to the same com-
pany and was in command of Captain
Reed. The loss of the s.s. Falcon
coming from Philadelphia to Bowring
Bros with a load of coal took place
in the fall of 1894. She was in com-
mand of Capt. Bartlett and-had a
Newfeundland crew, The‘ship is be-
lieved to have foundered in a storm
off this coast. The mianner of her loss
as well as that of the Lucerne is one
of the mysteries of the deep.
