Trepassey Parish was en fete from
the night of the 7th to the evening of
the 10th October. His Grace the
Archbishop, Fathers McDermott and
McGrath arrived at one a.m. and weére
most enthusiastically received and
were hauled to the Presbytery amidst
cheers and guns.
