For years men have been trying to
find out why the cells should be-
have in this strapge. manner—why
the cell of life should change into
the cell of death. All sorts of things
have been blamed for it. Some men
even went so far as to blame coal
fires, but -the evidence that a germ
was necessary to.cause cancer be-
came so strong that I’ wrote my
gsimple book, “New  Cancer Facts.”
Since its ‘publication a few weeks
ago I have received striking confirm-
ation of the germ theori' from other

{ quarters, and Dr. Gye and Mr. Barn-
;ard have now

practically placed the
matter beyond doubt. -

The Filter Test.

Fourteen years ago Dr. Rous, of
the Rockefeller Institute, tested over
thirty kinds of growth found
chickens in his attempts to solve the
mystery of -cancer. He found three
growths that gave him hope. By
pressing the juices from these growths
and injeflking them into other chick-
ens he was able to set up new
growths. «The great thing was that
the three growths possessed different

. characters, and the juices from each

set up growths that were true to the
type from which they originated.
Dr. Rous filtered the juices
through a porcelain filter used by
scientists for filtering out germs. He
injected his filtered juices and found
that he could still cause the growths.
Years ago this would have been
regarded as proof that a germ was
responsible for cancer. But we
know now that. there are germs so
small that they actually slip be-
tween the molecules of clay of which
the filter is made, and Dr. Rous felt
certain that the germ that caused the

not

i growths was one of the exceedingly

minute organisms known as filter
passers.

Tracking the Germ.

-Dr. Gye and Mr. Barnard have not
only confirmed the work of Dr. Rous.
They have carried it a step farther.
Taking the growths of Rous, Dr.
Gye has performed a large number
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as small ‘as Wbu with sharp scis-
sors. As the germs were locked up
in ‘the cells, it .was necessary to re-
lease them, and this ‘was done by
placing the mince with some germ-
tree sand and saline into a mortar
and pounding the mixture together.

The grinding of the sand agaipst
the cells smashed ‘them up, and the
sclentist was left with a mixture of’
sand and crushed cells and invisible
germs in saline, or salt water. When
this mixfure was filtered the fluid
set up growths that killed chickens
in a month. ;

Dr. Rous found that when the fluid
from a growth was treated with chlor-
oform, it was impossible to set up
new growth, and -he assumed that
chloroform killed the germs. Dr.
Gye proved this for himself and car-
ried out experiments which -also
proved.that there was something else
in the fluid which came from the
cells—something in addition to the
germ.

He found that this something, which
he has named the “specific factor,”
could’ not itself set up a growth,
while the germ  alone was equally
incapable of setting up a growth. It
was necessary in the first place for
the “specific factor” to destroy the
natural defences of the cells before
the germ could enter- the cells and
set up a cancer.

Mr. Barnard managed to photograph
the invisible germ by using invisible
rays of light—another triumph of
modern science. Now the two 'men
propose to try to find a way of pro-
tecting people by vaccination, so that
the cancer germ will never be able
to harm them. But it may be years
before this boon is granted to hu-
manity.

Monkeys Assist Secience.

It is but justice that the work of
he pioneers should not be forgotten.
[ have already indicated the import-
part played in the recent work
Rous. Im .1921 Dr. James
Young, of Edinburgh, isolated a germ
from cancer cells. He found that his
zerm might grow into several differ-
ent forms, and the scientific world
zombined to pour scorn on the man
who dared suggest such a thing.

The latest evidence indicates
the germ found by Dr. Gye and
photographed by Mr. Barnard may
prove to be one of the forms found
Dr. Young. I think it not un-
! ‘ikely that when the present excite-

1ient has died down, further re-
| searches may show that Dr. Gye's bril-
'iant work has  confirmed Young's
arlier 'diS(-m‘er_V‘.‘
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There is one other investigator.’
Dr. Glover, of New York, whose work [
has met with strong opposition.
Some years ago he found in cancer
cells a similar germ to that found by |
Dr. Young. With his germ, found in |
human cancer cases, he was able to
set up cancers im monkeys,
which indicate that the germ would ’
also set up cancer in man.
