He com­
plains that though his offers for three of 
the gates—Nos. 0, 8 and 10 —were high­
est, the Commissioners only gave him 
two, Nos. 0 and 10, which would lead the 
public to infer that they had shoWn par­
tiality in giving gate No. 8 to one whose 
bid was lower than his. Now the facts 
are that this Mr. Jas. Rannie put in ten­
ders for five gates, but after the tenders 
were opened he distinctly told the Com­
missioners that he would only accept one 
of the gates. The Commissioners then 
having all the tenders before them, con­
sidered which it would be best to accept 
fof the interests of the County and conse­
quently gave No. 6 to Jas. Ramie and 
NO. 9 to Wm. Rannie, his tender being 
the highest, but he gave it np to Allen 
Nelson, and claimed No. 8 which the 
Commissioners had already awarded to 
Alexr. Scott. The fault therefore lies 
with Mr. Rannie himself, who had no 
right to give up the gate first awarded to 
him, and it was also unfair of him to ten­
der for a gate which he had no intention 
of taking, even it he got it. Any one 
who looks into the case will see that 
while the Commissioners have acted just- 
ly towards the parties interested, they 
have also done the best for the County. 
We may state that the Advertiser's at­
tack on the Warden for his alleged un­
fairness in the matter is most uiyust, for 
he was only one of three Commissioners 
present, besides the Superintendent, and 
they were unanimous in letting the gates 
as they have been.

THE EXHIBITION THIS YEAR.

The Provincial Exhibition of 1868 open­
ed under very fair auspices. Hamilton 
affords excellent facilities for the holding 
of such a show, and on Tuesday before 
it was fairly opened people from all parts 
of the Province began to evince the in­
terest they take in this extended compe­
tition by flocking tç the dty in vast 
numbers. Every train east and west 
brought a Urge Influx of visitors that 
streamed along the streets, Mid turned 
their steps towards the greet focus of at­
traction—the show ground. It was a

Sty that so many of these came in their 
norance. Numbers were not aware 
iat the Crystal Palace would not be 
open except to the judges, to those who 

had articles on exhibition, and to the 
Press until Wednesday, and consequent­
ly hundreds who entered the grounds 
sought admission in vain.

ACCOMMODATION FOB VISITORS.
Half the people in the cityseem to have 

made preparations for the accommoda­
tion, in some way, of the visitors to the 
exhibition. At every torn from leaving 
the station boards are to be seen stuck 
up against houses,announcing in charact­
ers more or less symmetrical, '‘Lodgings 
and 1 hot meas at all hoars,” and in the 
neighbourhood of the show ground 
scarcely anything is to be seen but can­
vas, which covers either refreshment 
booths, small shows where some ot the 
most wonderful phenomena of nature are 
to be seen for a consideration, or which 
form tents where png nosed pugilists 
givejjexhibitions of their skill in the fistic 
art for their own benefit and the edifica­
tion of boys from the country. The 
pickpockets had not an opportunity on 
Tuesday of proving their dexterity at 
somebody's expense. The crowd wasnot 
yet sufficiently large to admit of their 
opemtions, nor was there even «m at­
tempt made to chisel the verdant and 
unwary by thimble rigging, three card 
monte or any of those other villianous 
devices so well known to a formidable 
force of blackguards. We saw nothing
more dangerous to the morals or pockets | 
of visitors than some vendors of patent 
medicines shooting with lungs that must 
have been bequeathed them by Stentor 
the peculiar virtues of their nostrums.
THE SHOW ON TUESDAY—APPEARANCE 

OF THE GROUNDS.
We have said that Tuesday scarcely 

saw the business of the show fairly be­
gun. There was the bustle and contu­
sion inseparable from the task of getting 
articles and animals on the ground, and 
the noise of the workman’s hammer re­
sounded through the Crystal Palace. 
Yet the arrangements were excellent, and 
the order wm much better than might 
have been anticipated. There wm a 
place for everything—a neat and com­
fortable place, too—and accommodations 
that would be amply sufficient on any 
ordinary occasion. But this wm not 
an ordinary occMion, the number of en­
tries wm larger than usual, and some 
who came late were unable to find sta­
bling for their horses without making 
application at the hotels. Nothing ill 
can be said of the show ground, but 
much may be spoken in its praise. Its 
elevated situation, and the sandy nature 
of the soil render it peculiarly well adap­
ted for the purpose to which it is appro-

firiated, for the heavy rains which almost 
availably fall about the time of the fair 

have less of an impression on it than on 
the heavy clay soil which on some 
grounds people, horses and cattle are 
obliged to tread until it becomes m sticky 
aebjHlime. Then there is an abundant 
supply of water gushing from a fountain, 
the advantages of whidh to those who 
have beMts on exhibition must be very 
obvious. Beside all this the show 
ground is of most liberal dimensions, 
and there is ample room for the exhi­
bition of all classes of animals without 
the movements of the crowd interfering 
therewith. The cattle sheds and sheep 
pens are comfortable ; the animals have 
an abundance of straw to lie on, and 
if further shelter were needed it is af­
forded by their situation, which is gen­
erally behind one of the small hills of 
which there are several within the enclo­
sure. So far m the comfort of the beasts 
is concerned they are infinitely better off 
than they were two years ago at Toronto. 

THE CRYSTAL PALACE.
Bat a short distance intervenes be­

tween the gate and the Palacj. The 
military guard house prison is still in 
possession of the soldiers, and there is 
one door in the Palace, on which s l^ung 
one of those labels that deny addmittance, 
except on business Some sentries of 
the 29th walked backwards and forwards 
in front of the building as stiff m the 
most inflexible ramrod thàt ever drove 
home a ballet. Huddled closely togeth­
er outride was the usual number of 
squaws offering to passers by the ordin- 
ory Indian notions in bead work. The 
Palace itself is a lofty two storey struct­
ure formed of wood and iron. It is 
somewhat in the shape of a cross, and Is 
surmounted by a forge glMe dome It 
Wants the attractive feature of a foun­
tain in the centre, which Is possessed by 
the Palace in Toronto. On Tuesday a 
pole was erected about the place where 
a fountfan ought to be, and on it were 
hung a number of flags which formed a 
neat, thoegh for lew pretentions orna­
ment The building is roomy, and the 
articles were not much crowded. Four 
winding stairs lead to the upper flat where 
the ladies’ work, woollens, specimens of 
srt Ac. are spread to view.

THIS AGRICULTURAL HALL.
In rear of the Palace is a temporary 

building 260 feet long by 40 wide which 
has been erected to serve as an Agricul­
tural or Floral Hall. From one end to 
the other it is filled with produce of the 
field, the dairy or the garden, leaving on­
ly a space that visitors will find much 
too contracted before the exhibition 
draws to a close. There are some arti­
cles from our County there, and we ex- 
-pact to hear a good report oi them

could desire to look on finer animals for 
all purposes from heavy draught to theee 
calculated for the freer motions of the 
turf. The Judges began their work 
about two o’clock. The ring is an ex» 
collent one, of wide area, and fenced 
round substantially to prevent intrusion. 
The placard hong on the stand announc­
ed that blood stallions were first reqnfrw 
id. There was a very fair representa­
tion. Mr. James White’s '* Touch­
stone” matchless in >ts symmetry, wa» 
prancing and reari a colt that had 
long been confined flms stall, and every 
motion that he made was sa light and 
graceful as that of a deer. He was for 
superior to any of the other horses In size 
and strength, but the prize was taken 
from him by another horse of molds 
lighter build, and in which, those pc^nt» 
that characterize the blood horse appear­
ed more clearly. The other dassee of 
bloods were very well represented, and 
in nearly all of them Mr. White was a» 
exhibitor, with much better success than 
he reaped from “Touchstone.” Of agri­
cultural stallions there was a good gfloir. 
The animals were all first rate of their 
class. It wm said that the horse whidh 
took the prize at Kingston was among 
them, and certainly a notie animal Wa» 
pointed outM being he. Mr. Stone show­
ed his imported Suffolk, which looks even 
better than he did when exhibited at onr 
show last spring. He is a good deal too 
fat, and it wm a general remark that he 
would have looked better had he been » 
little lower in flesh. Two entries of car­
riage stallions were made from Eramoea. 
Mr. George Barber has also entered s 
French Canadian Stallion, and Mr. John 
Hewer a yearling colt. The heavy 
draught geldings of which there were 
many splendid specimens, were prancing 
about tlie ring, dreared up in costly har­
ness, awaiting their turn for admission. 
The carriage horses were also numerous, 
one span imported, and were as- fine ani­
mals in most instances as the greatest 
admirer of horse flesh could love to look 
upon. The saddle horses were also num­
erous ; and in short the competition wae 
and will be keen in all classes, and the 
task of the Judges one of the greatest 
difficulty.

It needs not be said that there was a fine 
show of cattle ; that will be confidently anti­
cipated by every person, but it does need to 
be asserted that it was fuller if not better 
this year than usual. The Dnrhams were al­
most. all splendid specimens of the breed, 
and the bulls were huge mountains of flesh. 
Their keepers were tending them with the 
greatest care. Washing their legs and rob­
bing the dust from their coats as assidttotfjfly 
as a groom would from a racer. Mr. Stone, 
of course, has made numerous entries of 
Durhams in all the classes, Mr. John Pipe 
has also a bull and a calf and Mr. Webb, of 
Erin, entered a bull. Mr. Stone àhd Jfr. 
Rudd, have each entered a thoro’bred herd, 
consisting of one male and five females.— 
The latter gentleman’s beasts are Devons.— 
In grades there is active competition ; some 
very fine bulls are shown in this class, and 
Mr. H. Young is the exhibitor ot two rows, 
a calf and others. He also shows a fat COW. 
Devons appear to be coming ihto favour, for 
there seems to be a larger collection than for­
merly. Mr. Donald Clark, Puslineh, exhibits 
in this class. Galloways also are much more 
numerous than formerly. Mr. Thos. McOrae 
and Mr. Wm. Hood are extensive and suc­
cessful exhibitors. We believe the former 
gentleman has sold some of the best of his 
stock, but he took at least one first.prize 
and some second prizes on Tnesdy, mid » 
number of firsts were awarded to Mr. Hood, 
In Herefords, as usual, Mr. Stone makes the 
most conspicuous figure. Ayrahlres_ were 
numerous, buti there was this peculiarity 
about them,that a large majority were young 
animals, a year old or so.

SHEEP.
Leicesters were uncommonly numer­

ous. There was also a goodly show of 
imported Lincolns. Of the former some 
were fine, well-made, full grown animals 
and some were rather scrubby. Theee 
might have looked well enough at home, 
but they were losers by comparison. 
There was a large number of Cofgwolds, 
but we imagined not so many fiouth- 
downs as were to have been expected. 
Merinoes were few, but what there were 
of them looked m miserable and ugly and 
dirty as their greatest admirers could 
wish. On old ram lay dead in hie pen, 
killed by the kindness of his keepet who- 
fed him too much. Joseph Kirby, of 
Milton, exhibits thirty Leicester and. 
Lincoln sheep. Mr. Stone, of course, 
contributes largely in the sheep depart­
ment, and Mr. Thos. McCrae and James 
Anderson on à much smaller scale.

PIGS.
The show of pigs wm fair, but it wa» 

no more. There was a good many small 
Berkshire®, not many of the large breed, 
but the Suflfolks were numerous. The 
pens labelled “other large breeds” were 
well filled with animals of rather a non­
descript variety. Mr. Stone showed a 
Berkshire breeding sow, and Mr. Thomas 
McCrae two boars of the same breed, and 
these we think were the only entries 
from this county.

POULTRY.
The exhibition of poultry was rather 

indifferent, and we are not locally Con­
cerned In it. There were two or three 
entries from this neighborhood,but so far 
as we could see there wm no prize award­
ed. London had the poultry show nearly 
all to itself—the few remaining cards'go 
Ing to St. Catharines and Hamilton.
