MOST HOPEFUL VIEW 
OF THE SUCCESS OF 

IRISH CONVENTION
(Coetlimed from page one)

course in. an effort to save the conven­
tion from wouM-lbe destroyers. He 
strongly emphasized the great danger 
existing for Ireland through thousands 
of young men, unvtouiched by military 
conscription, being ■submitted to the 
subversive influence of the S-inn Fein 
movements whioh he described as re­
bellious propaganda ready to accept 
enemy assistance.

Governments’ Policy.
The chief secretary declared that 

while the government was prepared to 
bake n-ece-srsary «Ptep-s to prevent crim­
inal acts, it would at the same time 
refrain from embarking on a pollc-y of 
arrests, which would only help the 
secessionist propaganda.

Mr. Lloyd George made a dramatic 
reappearance in the house and wound 
up the debate with a strong and' out­
spoken denunciation of the Sinn Fein 
movement, and of tihe propaganda of 
Prof, de Valera, Sinn Fein member for 
East Cl'are. He also made a striking 
revelation of another pilot, aided by 
Count von Bernstorff, the former Ger­
man ambassador to the United States, 
to land arms in Ireland. The premier 
also gave assurance to John Dillon, one 
of the Irish leaders, that the govern­
ment would do its utmost to -put any 
agreement reached by the Irish con­
vention Into executive effect.

John Redmond, In moving his resolu­
tion, said his only motive -was to ward 
off and, if he -could n-ot ward off, to 
minimize what he considered a very

grave and increasing menace to the 
Irish convention. He would not have 
raised the debate, he added, if he, had 
not been convinced that there was at 
the present moment grievous danger 
of the deebruation of the conference If. 
the policy at present pursued by the 
Irish authorities were continued.

It was widely said in Ireland, Mir. 
Redmond continued, that there were 
people of Great Britain and Ireland who 
gladly would see the convention des­
troyed so that in the consequent anar­
chy and turmoil the possibility of blood­
shed, the last hope of self-government 
for Ireland would disappear. The speak­
er entirely acquitted the Ulster Union­
ist ps^y with any such “diabolical 
wiokedness.”

, Irritating Actions
(Mr. Redmond proceeded to enumer­

ate what he described as the irritating 
actions of «tihe executive of Ireland. They 
had issued proclamations, he said, for­
bidding all kinds o-f harmless thing's, 
such as Swedish gymnastic exercises, 
and had arrested insignificant men on 
Insignificant charges, making martyrs 
of .them. * .

He referred to the arrest of a number 
of boy scouts for drilling. He said the 
resul/t of all this was that there was 
drilling and carrying o-f arms out of 
sheer detfiance and that under this 
treatment the Sinn Peinera T\ere re­
joicing and progressing.

Temperate Language
Ex-iPremier Asquith followed ex­

pressing the hope that all the speeches 
would be couched In the same temper­
ate language, because it was Impossible 
at the present moment to exaggerate 
the Importance, both to Ireland and 
Great Britain, of doing nothing to pre­
judice the prospects of a real reconcili­
ation in Ireland.

He ‘believed he was not taking too 
anguinary a view in hoping that within 
a very few months the government of 
the day would be able to present to 
parliament a scheme for a government 
of Ireland, acquiesced in by a large 
majority of the Irish people.

After Mr. Asquith had spoken the de­
bate -for a time lost interest.

Call for Premier
John Dillon and Joseph Devlin both 

protested against the absence of the 
premier in such- an important debate 
and insisted that he should be. sent for.

After a short interval, Mr. Lloyd 
George, who had temporarily left the 
house, reappeared and spoke. In the 
course of his remarks, Mr. Dillon asked 
for assurance that if the convention ar­
rived at an agreement its decision 
would -be carried into effect and not 
postponed until a subsequent parlia­
ment.

The premier asserted that the chief 
secretary -had striven to avoid anything 
in the nature of provocation which 
would endanger the life or usefulness 
of the convention. The speeches of de 
Valera, he characterized as cold-blooded 
incitements to rebellion. It was neces­
sary ‘that firm action would be taken 
and to say that incitements would not 
again -be permitted.

Premier Lloyd George declared the 
government was aware that arrange­
ments were again being made, partly 
by Count von Bernstorff, to land arms 
in Ireland,
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Ashdown’s

Canadian Casualties

The premier ^said that the government 
could not possibly forget what had hap­
pened only 18 months ago. These speeches 
could not be treated as excited speeches 
delivered by persons of no consequence 
which would end in nothing.

“In order to save these poor people 
who honestly believed they were doing 
their best for their country, from being 
persuaded by others,” continued the prem­
ier, thought it esesntial that the gov­
ernment should take action, not pro­
vocative action, but firm action.

“There are three things the govern­
ment ought to make clear in the interest 
of Ireland. First, incitement to rebellion 
cannot be permitted. The Germans near­
ly landed for that purpose 18 months ago. 
We know that arrangements are being 
made for arma to be landed again and 
we know that it is partly done by Von 
Bernstorff. Second, a thing no govern­
ment can permit is organization for re­
bellion,”

Preparation for Rebellion
After referring to the drilling and- the 

marching going on in Ireland and the 
exhortations of De Valera, the premier 
declared that what was going on in Ire­
land was a deliberate attempt to form and 
drill thousands of young men—who in 
England would have been compulsorily 
enlisted—in preparation for rebellion.

The third point was, there was a deal 
of talk in Ireland among the Sinn Fein 
leaders which, said the premier, did not 
mean home rule or self-government, but 
separation or secession. There was a de­
mand for tihe sovereign independence of 
Ireland and, declared the premier. “We 
had better say at once, that under 10 
conditions will Great Britain permit any­
thing of that kind.”

Then referring to Mr. Dillon’s ques­
tions, the premier reminded the house 
that the government had promised when 
|the convention had started to use its ut­
most power to carry any agreement to 
executive form. ,

Mr. Dillon Interjected: “I understand 
that the premier pledges the government, 
immediately after an agreement has been 
reached, to submit a bill and pass it”

The premier replied: “Certainly, I have 
no hesitation In saying that so far as the 
government Is concerned they will use all 
their power to press the house to put into 
executive form the conclusions reached 
by the convention,”

Mr. Redmond’s motion was then reject­
ed by a vote of 211 to 72. A
