Question—Will the government carry 
prohibition into effect if the vote is 
favorable?

Mr. Spencer—It is our duty to carry 
the plebiscite whether the government 
does its duty or not.

Question—Supposing they don t do it?
Mr. Spencer—Well, we’ll put them 

out then.
Question—Can cider be made by the 

farmer and sold, in case of prohibition.
Answer—Certainly it can. The far­

mer can make and sell sweet cider and 
vinegar, but not the fermented cider.

Mr. H. Ruthven McDonald sang 
several times during the proceedings.

Rev. Timothy Nattrass, one of the 
pioneers of Methodism in Canada, died 
at his home in this city, 665 Elias 
street, on Saturday, after a long ill­
ness. The reverend gentleman was 
born in England 67 years ago, and had 
been in ministerial life for 40 years. 
For a quarter of a century he was a 
pillar of the church in Canada, and 
many citizens will still remember him 
as pastor of the King Street Meth­
odist Church before the union of 1874. 
Before coming to this country, Mr. 
Nattrass held charges in England and 
in Scotland. In Canada he was station- 
ed at several places in Ontario, and 
his death will be learned with general 
regret. Mr. Nattrass was superannuat­
ed ten or twelve years ago, and al­
though suffering from a Lingering mal-, 
ady for some time, his death was sud- 
den at last. A widow, one son, John 
Watkin, of Washington, U. S., and four 
daughters, Mrs. James H. Ferguson, 
Mrs. (Dr.) H. C. McCallum, Mrs. Wm. 
Telfer, and Miss Maria, all of this city, 
are the survivors. The funeral will 
be held this afternoon at the house at 
3:30, and at the Dundas Center Meth- 
adist Church at 4 o’clock.

ed the term “plebiscite.” The people 
were called upon to voice their feeling 
on a question of very great import­
ance to the country. We, as a rule, 
he said, sent men to parliament to 
represent us, and to speak for us, but 
when great questions came up, and 
legislators differed in opinion, they 
then gave a plebiscite to the people. 
He said the amount of money expend­
ed directly each year on liquor was 
over $40.000,000, and the amount in­
directly expended, $90,000,000, making 
a total of $130,000,000. About one-third 
of the entire wages earned was spent 
in drink. If this vast amount of 
money were diverted into the channels 
of legitimate trade, the present means 
of manufacturing necessary articles 
would be altogether inadequate.
