The working part of the machine is 

a rotary chisel working on a frame, and 
driven by an electric motor. A hand 
working with a chisel makes up and 
down, back and forth, left and right 
movements, to effect its work. The 
rotary chisel is stationary, but the 
frame, in which the wood for the violin 
frame is placed, is capable of making 

of these movements, bringing the 
wood Into contact with the stationary 
chisel. , 1.

Close by is the original violin, a 
Stradivarius for example, according to 
which the new violin is being made. It. 
too, is placed in a similar framework 
capable of making all of the motions of 
the first framework. An indicator or 
pointer works along the curves of the 
original violin frame, and as it moves 
transfers those motions to the second 
framework, bringing the rotary chisel 
into contact with the new wood and 
reproducing an exact counterpart of the 
original violin frame.

"This method of reproducing exactly 
the great violins of the ages, claims 
Mr. Solomons, "is something which the 
whole world has been seeking and has 
failed to find, until now."
