Plan No. 1—I wonld suggest the forma-

this vlass to receive continuous attention,
morning and afternoon.

Plan No. 2—I would suggest that cér-
tain hours of each day be set apart for in-
structi in p hip, and the sub-
sequent business course, the various
**divisions” or rooms, being in turn. visited
80 that the time of the teacher - would be
equitably divided. .

Plan No. 3—I would suggest that one
half of the scholastic day be devoted to in-
struction in penmanship in the various div-
isions, the second half (afternoon preferable)
being allotted to the specialty class, formed
of the students from all the divisions - thus
brought together. To present my offer on
business footing, as I hear the Board has
already given some thought to the necessity
of providing more practical education in the
public schools, I would engage to take en-
tire charge of the special department of the
school work, as outlined, for & salary of

No. 3, B.—Thin, unfinished drawings, the

No. 7.—Good elevation and perspective.

- The class rooms in some cases are badly
cut off from the stairs, which is very risky,
and might have fatal results in case of fire;
