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goats have proved a complete failure. The 
Wildman party, one of the best equipped 
on the river, have sold and killed all the 
goats and are trying to get the Tappers 
to take on their outfit. Pour ferry boats 
are now running between the mouth 
of the river and Wrangel, making daily 
tripe. Hundreds of tons of goods are be­
ing put off at Cottonwood island, and 
provisions are scattered every 100 yards 
or so from the mouth of the river up.”

Writing on March 7, the same pro­
spective miner says: “We saw Cus­
toms Collector Turner who passed up 
yesterday with the police, who are 
encamped at 20-Mile Point. We made 
a move of seven miles to-day, whish 
will put us about 25 miles up the 
river. We may have to stop here 
for three or four days, waiting for more 
road to be broken, as it is impossi­
ble for us to do anything in that way 
ourselves. The companies have about 60 
men ahead, breaking and,brushing the 
road and are only able to do about two 
miles a day. The company (the Tapper 
company) would never try to get up on 
the ice only that they expect that the 
river will be better 25 miles further up. 
The weather is keeping very soft, no frost 
for nearly a week and to-day- two teams 
went through the ice into the river. It 
is all guess work whether the river will 
break up from now on or be good for six 
weeks. Old-timèrs say that after that it 
will open at any time. Since the soft 
weather set in dogs are in great demand 
as the horses cannot get on without a 
road and there is always a good dog trail 
open. I write this more than anything 
else to tell you that if any of your friends 
are coming up here do not advise them 
to take horses by any means, as it is not 
at all safe, for any day may find- a party 
waiting on the bank for a boat and dogs 
can go up the river at once. Each man 
coming up should have three dogs for not 
more than 700 lbs. load that, will include 
clothes, blankets and dogs’ feed.which'is 
oatmeal and tallow. He should have a 
16-inch hand-sleigh, seven or eight feet 
long. Camping places can be had every 
five or ten miles. We will keep our 
horses for a while longer, and if we see 
that we can get along without them, 
will leave them behind. As the coldest 
weather is over for this winter, do not 
have him (another member of the party) 
get any mackinaw clothes, as they are 
no good, and catch and hold all the rain 
and snow that falls within ten feet of 
you. Ordinary wool clothes and over­
alls are the best on the trail; and, as for 
doge, good, strong;, medium-sized ones 
are the best.”

Hewitt Bostock, M.P., informed the 
council that he had received copies of their 
resolutions expressing the desirability of 
having the government carry out Mr. 
Sorby’s scheme of harbor improvements, 
and providing a new rifle range in Victoria. 
He would place the resolutions before the 
respective ministers, and understood that 
in the matter of the rifle range an estimate 
had already been prepared.

In consideration of a communication 
from the school board it was decided to 
hold a joint conference next Friday even­
ing to discuss the matter of estimates.

Mr. K. Ghungranes complained that the 
windows of his house, on the corner of 
Toronto and Catherine streets, were being 
broken by the blasting which was going on 
opposite, and requested that these opera­
tions cease. The matter was referred to 
the street committee and city engineer.

James Wilson asked for $25 to pay for re­
pairs to his buggy, damaged while in city 
service. The request was granted.

The Kamloops town council asked co­
operation in having certain amendments to 
the liquor license act passed. The city so­
licitor will look into the question.

A number of local improvements recom­
mended by the streets committee were ap­
proved.

The recommendations of ths finance 
-committee were adopted. Aid. Humphrey 
and McGregor raised an objection to an 
item of $70 for a sidewalk on the south side 
of Lansdowne road, but were not suppor­
ted by the majority.

In connection with the bread by-laW 
which came up for the final adoption, a 
petition from J. G. McDonald and 219 
others was read requesting the council to 
pass the by-law as it stood, in spite of the 
protest sent in by a number of bakers last 
week.

THE STIKINE ROUTE.

Forces Assembling for Fight for 
All-Canadian Route to Kettle 

River Country.

Big Steamships On Their Way 
With More Recruits for 

Klondike. '

3,924,415 A Cold Snap Pnts the Trail in Good Con­
dition for Light Travel.

The latest definite news as to the Stikine 
nver is that given by Mr. A. 8. Reed, who 
has just arrived from Wrangel. He started 
on Sunday, March 13, from Glenora, and 
made the trip to the mouth of the river by 
the Tuesday night, reaching Wrangel next 
day.

Mr. Reed has been in the Dease Lake 
hountry shooting big game during the win­
ter, this being the fifth season he has put 
in in the northern country. He travelled 
from Glenora with a dog team, and says 
that a cold snap succeeding a thaw packed 
the snow hard with a fine crust on 
top, and made splendid travelling. On 
his way to the Coast he met 
fully 1,500 men either travelling 
towards Glenora or camped at different 
points, ahd by this time at least 400 men 
must have reached Glenora or Telegraph.

From the month of the river to the 
boundary line, a distance of thirty miles, 
there is a fine road perfectly suitable for 
horses and sleighs. As far as the 
boundary Messrs. Mackenzie & Mann’s 
men have got a large quantity of 
supplies, and were pushing them ahead as 
fast as possible, taking all the advantage 
possible of the cold weather. He did not 
think, however, the cold snap would last 
for sufficient time to allow of the road be­
ing built on the ice as far as Glenora, but 
at present there was not the least difficulty 
for men with hand sleighs or dog trains to 
make their way up the river the whole 
way. The question however was how long 
the weather would remain cold as under or­
dinary conditions a thaw must come before 
long.

PRIVILEGE.
The Premier rising to a question of 

privilege said that he seldom rose to 
complain of newspapers, but he was 
compelled to now, as a palpably false 
statement appeared in an editorial of the 
News-Advertiser of March 18, which 
stated : “ So thoroughly does the Pre­
mier realize hie inability" to reply to the 
speeches of the opposition that he actu­
ally resorted to the trick of getting the 
government’s subsidized organ to pub­
lish what purported to be a speech made 
by him on the floor of the house, which 
he has since been compelled 
to admit he never delivered.”

He never re­
sorted to any trick of the kind, and he 
had the best of reasons for believing 
that the writer of that paragraph knew 
well when he penned it that he was 
writing what be knew was ft falsehood.

The ship 
is described as a beauty with elegantly 
furnished cabins, spacious freight holds, 
modem steam equipments on deck, and 
the lines of the most modern specimens 
of marine architecture. She is supposed 
to be carrying Australian Argonauts 
destined for the Canadian gold fields, 
but beyond this no one appears to have 
any knowledge of the mission she is on.
A big exodus of Australian miners is 
looked for now, and it may be that the 
Cape Otway has simply been chartered 
by the Klondike Transport Company, 
known to have been organized 
in Sydney some few months ago. She 
will be due to arrive about the same time 
as the Miowera, on" or about the 27th 
inst. The Ping Suey is the other vessel 
referred to as on her way to British Co­
lumbia. She left Yokohama on the 16th 
instant, and belongs to the same com­
pany as the Ningchow—the C hina Mu­
tual Steam Navigation Co. She is of 
3,079 tons cross register ; her dimensions 
are 365x41.526 feet. She has a rating of 
100 A1 in Lloyds, is of steel construc­
tion, and altogether is a splendid 
freighter.

They expect to sail from Victoria 
same time in April, thence to Vancou­
ver, up the coast and around the Alas­
kan peninsula to the mouth of the 
Yukon, and then to Dawson City.”
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Chicago, March 21.—Fire this after­
noon destroyed the seven story Schoe- 
neman building. Several people made 
their way to the street down the fire es­
capee. it is not believed tnat any lives 
were lost. The burning structure 
was located between two of the 
tallest sky scrapers in Chicago, 
the “ Old Colony ” and the “ Manhat­
tan.” Both are fire proof and neither 
was'damaged, but there was much ex­
citement. About a dozen firms, includ­
ing bookbinders and similar concerns, 
were bnnfed out. Loss, $225,000.

toria customs remained open several 
hours longer than usual for the accom­
modation of those who arrived from the 
Sound en route North on the Queen last 
evening.

Description of the Honte by a Klondiker 
TWenty-flve Miles Up the River- 

Dog. Better Than Horses.

(From the Vancouver World.)
Two letters, dated March 3rd and 7th 

respectively, have beeit received from a 
member of the Yerex-Metcalf party that 
left here some time ago for the northern 
gold-fields by way of the Stikine river. 
The information conveyed as to the state 
of affairs along this route is very inter­
esting. In the first letter the writer says 
that they were camped about 15 miles 
up the river, and do not intend moving 
until the Tapper party goes ahead and 
breaks the road, as it was too large an 
undertaking for a small party. “ 
this time and point,” the letter proceeds, 
“ there ie two feet of snow and six to 
eight inches of water on the ice. We 
have broken the road from the mouth of 
the river to here and almost used up 
our horses and so have gone into camp. 
The Tapper jjarty came up here three 
days ago with IS teams, but cannot go 
any further just now. They are bringing 
up 75 men to break roads ahead of the 
teams, and expect to have to do the same 
for 25 miles. After that it is expected 
that the ice will be much better as by 
that distance we will have passed the 
coast range of mountains. Capt. Arm­
strong is at the mouth of the river put­
ting together his two steam sleighs, so 
between them all we expect to have a 
good road. Outside of those two firms 
and Mackenzie & Mann there are about 
150 horses on the river and at Wrangel 
about 100 men per day are passing np 
with hand and dog sleighs, all of them 
making good time. Each man hauls 250 to 
300 lbs.,and the dogs about 200 lbs. each. 
Those fellows haul up 10 miles and then 
go back for another load. On the road 
between here and the mouth of the river 
single horses can haul 1,600 pounds each. 
There are hundreds of doge brought np 
here that are of no use whatever. About 
the only ones of any use are thé huskies, 
which are worth from $30 to $60 each. 
Some dogs sold for $30 down the coast 
are given away for nothing up here. AU
