SUGAR FIRE.

A Third of a Million Lost in San Juan,
Porto Rico.

San Juan de Porto Rico, May 1.—The
fire which broke out on the pier here
yesterday afternoon destroyed that strue-
ture and its entire contents in forty-five
minutes. The loss is $300,000, but the
losers are believed to be fully insured
with the ‘exeeption of $75,000 worth of
cargo awaiting steamers.

Eight thousand sacks of sugar were
awaiting ships due here to-day. F'ritz
Lundt & Company, shippers, had $80,-
000 of freight for the Spanish ship Cat-
alina, which discharged Sunday, and
there were other cargoes valued at $45,-

The fire was apparently of incen-
diary origin, The marines were called
out and ran a line of hose to the pier,
but the navy coupling did not fit the
fire plugs. TFive men who were in a
launch alongside the pier fighting the
flames were overcome by smoke and
were rescued senseless. The Lloyd
agent, Butler, whose rétreat was cut off,
jumped overboard and was rescued by
Capt. Gates Stirling, the commander of
the naval station here.
