fThere is altogether too little discus-
gion  in this province of those things
which make for the ndva-nce,ment of .its
interests\’ Ever since 1871 the affairs
of British (Columbia have been managed
with too little referemce to the peopls,
by which we only mean that those in
positions of responsibility have) been
singularly slow in taking the great mass
of the electorate "into their confidence.
