NOTED COAST PUBLISHER DEAD.

San Francisco, June 18—George K.
Fitch, 80 years eld, one of the most
prominent: citizens of California, died
suddenly last ‘might ‘at San Rafael,
where-he. has made his home since the
fire destroyed ' his residence in . this
city. He was a pioneer of California,
where he was known as a newspaper
publisher and state printer Dbefore
1856, when he became associated with
the late Loring Pickering as proprie-
t(i):-s of the Bulletin and Call in this
city.

FIRE AT ST. PAUL.
Six-Storey. Building Gutted and Loss
Estimated at. $450,000.

St. Paul, Minn., June 18.—The six-
story Ryan Annex.building, corner Sev-
enth and Robert streets, was completely
gutted by a fire which was discovered
shortly after 8 o’clock  this morning,
and which burned fiercely all day. The
estimated loss to the buildings and the
stocks of the occupants is between
$450,000 and $500,000.

The fire originated in the basement

of the store occupied by the Palace
Clothing company, supposedly from a
defective electric wire.
. Several firemen were badly cut by fly-
ing pieces of glass, ‘and. thirty-seven
were overcome by heat and smoke. Ten
of these were taken to the hospital and
the rest to their homes. All of them
will recover, with the possible exception
of Lieut. William Edwards. who tonight
is said to be in a critical condition.

The Ryan hotel is across the alley
from the burned structure, but it was
not damaged in any way, and there was
no alarm among the guests.
