| over-supply of tes appeurs to bo admitted..

Some short time ago the Montreal Share-
holder drew attention to the extraordinary
Jifforence between -wholesals and retail
prices of teas in Canada. The figures given
by our Canadian contemporary might help
to make up some interestivg sgading, just
now, but we have.not got them: at' hand.
We' observe, meantime, ‘that’ the Chicago
Tribune of a recent date takes up the sub-
ject; and gives wholesale’and retail prices,
showing what” appears to’ be” entirely too
wuch margin between them, Sppposing the
tea trade to be very much .alike on both
sides of the border, it may imeren Cana-
dian readers very mnch  to, go: over what
our Chicago contemporary has. o say on
the subject of tea prices there :—

The evidence which the Tribune has
zath-red as to thé prices paid for tea by the
retailers and the consumers shows thet the
latter are the victims of an ;upwarrantable
and flagrant ¢ xtortion at. atime when the
wholesale prices have been largely reduced.
The. following statement of the prices of
various grades of tea may be relied npon as
correat : Theimvorter sel's 17.cent tea to
the jobber for 22:cants, the jobber to the
retailer for 30 cents, and the retailer to the
sonsumer for 50 cents.  The 20 cent tea is
sold to the jobber for 23.cents, to the retailer
for 35 cents, and to the consumer for 60
cents, The 25-ceut teais soli to the jobber
for 32 cents, to the retailer for 45 centsand
to tha consumer for 75 cents. The B5'¢cent
tea is sold to the jobber for 50 eents, to the
retailer for 65 ceuts iand to the consumer
for 81! 1In other words, the retailer on his
30 cent tea makes 20 cents a pound; on his
35 cent tea 25 cents a pound; o his 45 cent
on 30 cents a pound; aud on his 65 cent tea
35 cents a pound ! This is simply an ex-
tortion practised upon people who are ig-
norant of the large reduction in the ywhole-
sale prices, and the extortion is not confined
to tea. It will be seen from this statement
of relative prices thit the present high
prices paid by coi rs srefuot the fault
of the country, or the manufacturers, or the
farmers or the produgers, but of a set of
greedy middlemen, who are not only put-
ting the legitimate profits into their pockets,
hut also the actval reductions, and then'try
to excuse their greed by claiming thet while
they have made mo -reductions ' in ' prices
th-y are selling a better quality. As the old
saying is, this will do to tell to the marines.
When the miilennium comes the public will
bel eve fthat, retail dedlers improve the
quality of their goods. Meanwhile, if there
arc aby fetail dealers of teas in this city
who want to make more money than they
do now let them advertise in  the daily
papers that they will sell their 50-cent teas
for 40 cents, and their $1 teas for 80 cénts,
which will still yield them 10 cents profit
oo the one and 15 cents on the other, and
they will be surprised” at the Lusinéss they
will do.
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ARGUS AND BANK “BUFFERS,”

ing their wealth to save shareholders from
loss. The City of Glasgow * bank
Jdirectors acted as buffers, 'and gen
eronsly disposed of their stock.in the
institution so that they would be
untrammeled. These gentlemen were model
*buffers,” but no doubt ours would prove
((uite equal to them in case of an emergency.
Argus grows quitc patheiic over the injus-
tic» done the officials in question, and his
childlike simplicity is only equalled by his
plausibility. In style his ariicle is so hke
the one in the Monetary Times that started
this coitroversy, ono wonld think the same
person wrote both, only for the simplicity
displayed in the former. Not many years

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“ C0-BDUCATION AT KINGSTON.”

(To the Editer of The Werid )

Sir: It is certainly most unmenly in
men to fear competition from women in any
branch ~of professionsl work. In every
profession, as well as in almost every trade,
there are departments in which women
will excel, and for which they are specially
suited. Equality in  education will merely
elicit the special fitness of each sex.

But there is this to be said for the Kings-
ton stndents : Some may have objected on
the ground that if scientific facts were to be
clonded in ambiguity of expression  from
false deference to ill-timed..modesty, and
lecturers to be kept.in a state of trepidation
as to the pluinness of laoguage they might
safely nse, the scientific knowledge attain-
able from such lectures could not be either
full or socarate. : Co-education to be edu-
cation at all must be thorough. Students
bave a right to demand this thoroughness,
as of the first importance, and n}:lecinlly 80
to the medical ession where the lives of
others are at ris!

Still, granting all this, it proves nothing
against co-education. It merely proves
that there may be some women. as there
are some men, who after having pursued
their studies or certain length, find their
love of science and its uses not strong
enough to support them through the task.
As it isquite impossible to imagine that
the lecturer would use language nct need-
fal for correct instruction, the women
students must not feel hurt if some should
attribate their recoil to the reason indicated.
No anatomical or physiological truth is in
itself impure when knowledge is sought for
the sake of thejgood it will enable us to per-
form. That it requires some nerve and
wmuch force of will on the part of sensitive
men or women to grasp and hold this view,
makes it all the more needful that some
consideration should be shown towards
those who shrink with horror from aspects
of truth to which they are not accustomed.
The first shock over, surmounted by friend!y
encouragement, the loyve of truth for its own
sake revives, and steadies the shaken sensi-
bilities. The best medical men are not.al-
ways those who are most callous. If this
be true of medical men, why not also of
m-dical women? No true student, imbued
with love for the healing art will jeer at
the timidity of the novice.

Women who have deliberately chosen this
profession must surely Lave foreseen that
plain facts of science wonld have to be
plainly described to them, To women
entering the medical profession, in' face of
the oppositior so long encountered yet now
well nigh vanquished, there is every en-
couragement to stifle any exoression of the
very natural recoil experienced, for the
sake of those who shall thus the easier fol-
low the path of which they are the pioneers,
On maturer reflection they will no doubt do
so, and with that womanly purity of
thought which purifies all they touch refuse
to recognize or see aught but purity in
scientific truth. Convinced as many are
that co-education is best and most just to
both sexes, especially in the medical pro-
fession, where equality in public confidence
can best be grined by a certainty that the
curricalum has been exactly alike, separate
colleges or even separate lectures must be
depreciated by all who desire to see women
placed at no disadvantage, as compared
with§men, in their efforts to attain true
usefulness to society. Those women who
are fit for the medical profession will, with
a little encouragement and sympathy from
friends, fellow-students and the public, find
themselves able to face the needful training.
Let them remember however that every
seeker after truth must alone, unaided by
any human power, face the piercing eye of
that ** dweller on the threshold ” so vividly
described by Bulwer Lytton in ¢ Zanoni”
—that eye which pierces the very heart,
and only ceases to terrify and disturb, when
for Truth’s sake, all thought of eelf, all
fear for self is given up, The *‘dweller
on the threshold ” thus passed becomes a
