Coercion Abandoned.

Yesterday afternoon the English con-
servative leaders were holding serious
ocounsel together, while the queen’s private
secretary was busy oarrying messages to
and fro, Up to Saturday Mr, Gladstone
firmly refused to give the Marquis of
Salisbury such assurances as the latter
demanded, even, as is believed, with the
queen backing the request. The week
closed with the impression gaining that
Mr, Gladstone would return to office after
all. Parliament meets again to-day, when
possibly something important will come
out officlally.

Pending what may be said®h parliament
to-day, . we are indebted to the Londom
correspondent of the New York Tribune
for what is undoubtedly the most import.
ant statement yet made, if trne, Whether
Salisbury is to form a conservative govern-
sment, or whether Gladstone is $0 be called
back to form & new liberal one — co-
ercion for Ireland is abandomed, On
one side- Churchill, and on the
other #side Chamberlain, threatened
to rebel if this were mot dome, If the
Tribune’s correspondent tells a true story,
ghe thing has been done ; and the younger
leaders have forced upon their respective
elders the abandonment of coercion, That
is the way it may appear to outsiders, and
yet the inside truth of the matter may be
that both Gladstone and Salisbury were
well enongh pleased to get rid of the
coercionists on their respective sides, In
fact, the correspondent speaks of its being
a thing known that Salisbury has resolved
to drop coercion, while there is good
reason for believing that Mr, Gladatone
would have dropped it %oo, but for

slso, is Mr, Chamberlain’s explosion of
wrath against the whole system of English
rule in Ireland, with an anathema against
Dublin Castle and strong declarations in
favor of the government of Ireland by the
Jrish. The question whether the tories or
the liberals take office is Insignificant be-
side the silent revelution on the Irish
question which these few days have
brought aboutin England, The ministeria]
orisis henceforward resolves itself inte a
mere struggle as to which party shall put
the other in a false position,”

an not to meet the case. It provides that
when a corporation organized under the
laws of the state has passed into the hands
of a receiver ‘‘the wages of the employees,
operatives and laborers thereof shail be
preferred to every other debt or claim
againat such corporation, and shall be paid
by the receiver from the moneys of such
corporation which shall first come to his
hands.” The law applies to all domestic
corporations except insurance companiss
and banks, It will be of subetantial benefit
to employees of railroad companies run by
receivers.
