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INCONSISTENCY OF THE ANTI-
VACCINATOR EXPOSED,

Thirty-three Deaths and Eighty New
Cases of Smalipox Reporied In
Montreal—Nearly Twelve Hundred
Victims Now in the City.

MoNTREAL, Oct, 13.—The chief medical
health officer of the province of Ontario
got wind a few days ago that the local
apostle of antinvaccination, Dr, Alexander
Ross, purposed visiting the west. Accord-
ingly one of the passengers by last night’s
western train bound to Toronto was Dr.
Ross, who being -spotted by the Ontario
medical inspector was politely asked if he
had been vaccinated. ‘‘I have,” answered
Dr. Ross. “Have you a certificate to that
effect?” ““No,” replied Dr.Ross, “‘I havenot.”
‘“Yon mnet either show your arm or pro-
duce a satisfactory certificate of vaccina~
tion.” Finally the anti-vaccination phys-
ician was prevailed upon to retire into one
of the compartments, where he took off his
coat, rolled up his sleeve, bared his arm
and exhibited three perfect vaccination
marks, the latest of which was evidently
comparatively fresh, and had, according to
the doctor himself, been performed within
Dr, Ross said he
was opposed he had
lost two of his children from its evil effects
within the last nine nine months. Particu
lars of this statement were asked
for by the Ontario officer, but were
evaded by Dr. Ross, who merely con-
tinued & general tirade against vaccination,
A few’ weeks ago Dr. Ross is believed to
have “issned a sort of paper ocalled the
Anti-Vaccinator, Under the heading of
the paper was the following quotation from
Jerome: “If an offence come out of the
truth better it is that the offnce come than
that the truth be concealed.” His platform
was that the disease was intensified and
maltiplied by vaccination, that vaccination
is useless and dangerouns, that it
is not a prophylactic against smallpox, but
on the centrary produces its like, and that
exemption from epidemics of smallpox,
cholera and other diseasesof a zymotic
character is not to be found in vaccination,
It having been stated that the children of
Dr, Ross had been vaccinated b
Godfrey, that gentleman was waited upon
this afternoon and asked whether he was
aware of the fact that two of the children
had died from the result, ‘‘No,” answered
Dr. Godfrey, ‘‘none of his children died,
so far as I know.”

vaccinating doctor yesterday, and catching
hold of him by the-shoulders, looked him
steadily in the face, exclaiming, ‘‘Look at
me! This is what you have brought hun-
dreds like me to, curse you!” The pro-
ceeding so scared the anti-vaccinator that
he rushed out of his ofhce, and forgetting
his theorizing, ran to the nearest mediocal
man for a vaccine point, and got disin-
fected and vaccinated.
