*“Pive Grove,” Dr. Wild's cosy retreat near
Bronte, this week in order to ascertain ex-
actly what the Doctor’s views were respecting
the present political situation.

In the course of an interesting conversa-
tion the Doctor said he was not sure be would
enter political life. If he did it would be as

“a supporter’ of many of the planks in the

platform of Mr, MeCarthy. However, as he

- was himself a liberal- man, he expected that

many of the, more liberal of both parties
would vote for him. He had two or three
seats offered him, ove of which he might ex-
pect to raceive by acclamation.
A Prophecy ns to Cannda's Future,

Eventually the conversation turned uvon
the doctor’s favorite subject, the Anglo-
Isragftheory. When requested to do so,.the
doctor outlined the theory once more, This
proved intoregting from the fact that he bas
now, as he has ever had, an application of it
to make to the present and future litical
condition and destiny of Canada, England
and the whole world.

The theory as outlined by the doctor is, in
& few words, as follows: Wheu God selected
Abraham he expressed hig intention of
raising ‘‘a peculiar people,” a people distinet
from all the other nations of the earth. The
peculiar people finally came to consist of
tweolve tribes. When King Solomon died
Rebhoboam, who succeeded bhim, bhad a
quarrel with the people about the reduction
of taxes and ten of these tribes refused any
longer to be ruled by him and chose Jero-
boam as their king. The tribes of Judah
and Benjamin alone remained faithful to
the king. The twelve tribes remained side
by side for 300 yea:s after this quarrel, un-
til the ten tribes (who were called Israelites)
wers taken captive by the King
of Assyria, who took them to.
his owa country and replaced
them by his own people. They never re-
turned to Palestine; The Assyrian settlers
afterwards became "Enown as Samaritans,
All trace of this exiled people becamo lost,
and it is only in modern times that they have
been traced . through-the explicit references
to them in the Bible. They were a pros-
perous people, a numerous people, and never
to cease to be a nation, except for ashors
time. They were to travel westward and
settle upon the Isles of the Sea, where they
were to revive their strength. All these
prophecies accurately deseribe tho people
who emigrated westward and resting for a
time in north Germany crossed to Brituin.

The Tribe of Dan (MeCarthy).

The earliest emigration westward was

made by the tribes of Dan and Simeon, the

first of whom settled in Iveland avd the
other in Wales. (The name Dan isquite
common in Ireland to-day.) The second
great emigration of the Jutes, the Angles
and the Saxouns formed the remainder of the
tribes, and settled in Eagland. Thus was
fulfilled,the propheey that Manasseh should
have a  distinct national existence. As
was prophesized of ber, she bas become
the civilizer and evangelizer of the
world ; she has taken possession of the isles
of the sea and the ‘coasts of the earth and
has filled the waste and desert places.' ln
every respect England fulfilsthese prophecies,
But the Jews were to return to Jeérusalem
and after thut the millennium would come.
"'here is now every indication that if the
Jew is to live on the face of the earth he
must bave some home of his own, for he is
being driven out of Europe. . There is no
place upon which be has more claim than
upon Palestine. And there he will return
within a very short time.

The Doctor saw a great European war
within the nexti few years. But' in this
neither England nor any of her dependencies
would be mixed. But all the other nations
of Europe would be ranged on opposite sides
with the Czar'of Russia as the leader of the
Gentiles. England will act as the great
arbiter of peace which shall settledown upon
the world tor 30 years or more,

Armageddon To Be Fo ight Within) 40
Years.

Bat within 40 years the great battle of
Armageddon will be fought, with England
and her colonies on the one hand against the
worla. Then will come the miliennium.
Afier that there will be no more war, and
all the nations of the earth will assemble in
& great world's parliament,and all the affairs
of the earth will be settled by arbitration.
To sccomplish this England will have to
yield some of her free trade policy, and the
huge granite taxiff wall must crumble into
ruin, and the voice of the oppressor Le heard
no longer in theland. : e

The signs that this condition of affair is
penr at hand are in the air. Allthe civilized
nations of the earth are ever anXious to settie
their-disputes without war, the people are
becoming intelligent and the Gospel is
spreading rapidly. Everywhere there are
ris ng up valiant leaders, who,consciously or
unconsciously, are obeying the divine behest.
T'he great embodiment of this modern ten-
daney was Lord Beaconsfield, who,strange to
say, foreshadowed it in bis works. Gladstone
had constantly been an opposing force, but
he had also ever been overruled by
prudence, and *forced to do what
he would not. His proposal to
withdraw British troops from Egypt. had
been frustrated, and Egypt Aremaiued in the
possession of Epgland as it always will
Again the Home Raule bill had fallen through
as it evermust, Ifike Mr. Gladstone the
British people must work, whether they will
or not, towards tbe great plans of the
Jehovab, The tribe of Dan or the people of
the north of Ireland have ever been active
agents in this great progressive movement.

Board of Health Decides Not to Hand It
Over to the General.

The Local Board of Health yesterday decided
not to hand over the Isolation Hospital to the
charge of the General Hospital management.

One of the conditions of acceptance by the
General Hospital Board was that no visiting

physicians should be permitted in the hospital.

Among ths medical men present §esterday
were Drs. J. 8. King, Robinson, 'erguson,
Thompson, McCullough, Cuthbertson, Gullen,
Todd, Smith, Hay, Cotton, Fraser, Awde, May-
berry, Davidson, Ray and Barrick.

Dr. King said the General Hospital is a medical
monopoly. The moment a patient is moved to
the hospital the family physician loses control of
the sick person. He was positive the citizens at
large would prefer to see the Izolation Hospital
remain under the control of the Medical Health
Officer and the Local Board of Health,

Dr. Thompson said there must be a co-opera-
tion between the citizens and the authorities of
the Isolation Hospital. He maintained that the
physician that was first called to see a
patient should continue to attend to the case
and not be debarred, as would be the case if the
Isolation became & branch of the General,

Mr. D. R. Wilkie orposed the Isolation being
mads a medical school for every medicine man in
town. He did not think it right for medical men
to attend cases of contagious diseases and then
mix among other patients and eitizens at large,

Dr. Sheard said the charge of 70 cents asked
by the General Hospital, together with tha Gov-
ernment grant of 30 cents, would bring the cost
up to $1 per capita. He could not say what the
cost might be under his management. He
thought the fewer visitors to & pubiic ward ina
contagious diseases hospital, when the air is full
of germs of contagion,the better. Dr. Sheard then
Eresented a statementshowing that the total num

er of patients admitted to the Isolation Hosni-
tal from Jan. 1 to Sept. 830 was 825. The expen-
diture was $£5680. He admitted this was a low
figure, and anticipated that the cost would be
considerably increased on account of the ex-
rense in counection with a larger institution.

owever, if the city receives the Government
graut of 30 cents per capita, per diem, Dr.
Sheard thinks he can run the institution as

economically as if it were under the control of
the General, and family physicians will have an
opportunity of visiting their patients.

The city will try it for a yedar, and if not suc-
cessful a deal may be made with the General.
