Ot1TAwa, Ont., May 23,—In the Nouse to-
day after routine Mr. Ives introduced.a bill
to amend and consolidate the acts respecting
the Northwest Mounted Police force.

Mr. Wood introduced a bill to amend the
Petroleum Inspection Act, also an Act in
restraint of fraudulent sale or marking.

In explanation he said this Act
was to prevent; the sale in Canada of Ameri-
can glucose as honey and also for the
sale of spurious paris green and vinegar.

Mr. Wood also introduced a bill to amefid
the Cullers' Act. The object, he said, of the
act was to correct an error in the act of 1889,

culling of square timber.

Mr. Wood also introduced a bill to amend
the General Inspection Act.

Amend to the inal Oode.

Sir John Thompson introduced a bill to
amend the Criminal Code. The explanation,
he said, of the bill was simply to correct typo-
graphical errors and clerical errars in the
Act. A provision was .also made relating to
the Province of Quebec, providing for a
change in venue in cases coming before the
courts in terms which have been postponed.

To Amend the Revenue and Audis Aot,

8ir John Thompson introduced another
bill to amend the Revenue and Audit Act.
He explained that the object of the bill was
to confer upon certain officers of the depart-
meats of the Civil Service the protection
given to officers of customs and inland
revenue, At the present time all the revenue
was collected by the officers of Customs and
Inland Revenue, and they were afforded
protection under the act. By a new
arrangement the collection of por-
tions of the revenue was to’ be
delegated to officials of other
departments and this act was to give those
officials similar protection to that now given
officers of customs and inland revenue.

Hon. Mr. Ives introduced his resolution
for increasing the pay of certain officers in
the Northwest Mounted Police.

‘The House then went into committee of
supply and passed a number of items for
civil government.

The House adjourned at 6 o’clock until
‘Monday.

The Committee on Privileges: and Elec-

What the New Treaty Enables Englﬁ}\

Only the other day
Uganda and Pondoland were added to the
Empire. Now comes the news that an
agreement has been concluded with the King
of the Belgians by which the only drawback
—f{rom the British point of view—to the
Anglo-Gershan treaty of 1890 has been re—
moved.

When that treaty was negotiated Ger-
many, in return mainly for the gift of
Heligoland, made many important concess
sions in East Africa. She ceded Witu and
the | Islands of Manda, Patta and Somali,
comprising a coast line of 200 miles,
to England and she consented that England
shouid assume an exclusive protectorate over
the sultanate of Zanzibar, incluading the
islands of Zanzibar and Pemba. All this
was very satisfactory to England, sinve if
we except the Congo . State, there was no
competition left with British influence be-
tween the first degree south latitudé and'the
borders of Egypt along {the whole country
south and west of the Italian territory.

Cutting the Wisp’s Walst,

But there was one thing that Germany |
would notdo. She would not permit the '
English to invade her *“‘Hinterland” for the
purpose of connecting their southérn pos-
sessions with those lying further northward.

As nothing was to
be done with Germany negotiations were
entered into with the King of the Belgians,
who is the sovereign of the Congo Free State,
After long and difficult negotiations he hus
granted the English what they desire. He
has made over to them a strip of territory
by which this single gap is bridged, and the
British highway throughout the entire
length of the Dark Continent is complete.
In return for this concession King Leopold
obtains, during his lifetime, the left bank of
the Nile as far north as Khartoum. This
arrangement is likely to prove a disagree-
able one to France, whose chances of work-

wholly gone.
