cause A Home for Consumptives.
Dr. Bryce presented an interesting re­

port on thief subject. A committee of 
the board had for several years reported 
on the problem how to lessen the great 
death rate from tuberculosis in Ontario. 
At their last meeting they had proposed 
regulations, placing tuberculosis on the 
list of notificable diseases.

The more the problem is studied the 
greater the urgency eeemted^to be, for 
the establishment, as a corollary to such 
compulsory notification, of a home for 
consumptives on some inland and elevat­
ed tract of warm apd dry soil, protected 
byttin evergreen forest growth, and con­
ducted under conditions which have been 
found most successful whenever such eaniw 
taria have been established.

Such provision, it appeared to the com­
mittee, could only be provided in the 
future by the matter being undertaken 
by the Government; and that thereafter 
when it had gained public recognition# 
the -counties might be encouraged to • es­
tablish, in favorable localities, homes 
modelled on that erected by! the Go 
ment.

2. That the amount of Government aid 
toi the hospitals in 1892J was $359, which 
if the number bad been maintained for 
the whole year, would have amounted to 
$131,071.

3. That General Hospitals bare not 
separate wards for consumptives.

4. That with 750 deaths in the 12 cities 
of the province during 1892 from tubercu­
losis, and probably, as many more suffer­
ing from the disease, ^there is danger of 
spreading of the disease.

Proposals to establish a hospital for 
consumptives in Toronto have been made, 
buH taken no definite shape*

The Objections to Toronto.
However valuable such an Institution 

might' be to Toronto, it would not fulfil 
the conditions which recommend them­
selves to the committee. Lakeside cities 
and rural municipalities bordering on 
the great lakes have an incidence of 
deaths from consumption notably great­
er than the inland and more 
elevated counties. Toronto ranks high­
est, then come Brantford, Ottawa,Guelph. 
Kingston, St. Catharines, Hamilton and 
Belleville.;

The very best locality, from climatic 
and geographical standpoints, should be 
chosei* for a provincial home.

Probably 5000 consumptives are living 
in the province. This would necessitate 
an institution no larger than one of the 
provincial institutions for the insane.

The committee believed the time had 
arrived when the demand for. a home for 
consumptives had become general.

The report was adopted, and it was 
ordered that it be forwarded to the pro­
per authorities for consideration.
