NEW WALK#s AND ROADS,

Recommendations by the Engineer to Bo
Discussed on Monday. ‘

' “The ‘City Engineer’s latest 'report
withdraws his recommendation for &
Macadam roadway on Berkeley street,
the residents having petitioned against
it. In résponse to-the enquiry for de-
tails as to the cost of cheap ash road-
ways at the outskirts of the city, he
says that the cost of four inches of
gravel would be 10 cents, of 6 inches of
ashes 10 cents; of rolling 3 cents, and
of grading and ditching 156 cents per
square yard. He also recommends a
brick sidewalk on Queen west, south
side, between John-street and Spa-
dina-avenue, and wooden sidewalks on
Homewood-place, Harbord, Smith,
Withrow, Front, Clyde and Shiter-
streets, and on Maitland-place.

He finds hé is not empowered to re-
commend the granting any further ap-
plications for water outside the city
limits, and the request of Mr. R.
Holmes on = Summerhill-avenue 1is,
therefore, refused.

He further reports the completion of
the settling basin and conduit repairs
and says: -

“I have only to add that when the
5-ft. steel conduit is lowered to the
north of the new basin on the Island,
and the present contracts for piling
and protecting the conduit are com-
pleted, there seems good reason to
hope that the ordinary daily supply of
water to the city can be maintained
until the spring, when the lake will
probahly begin to rise, unless in the
meantime the water should fall - very
much lower.”

Prison Reform.

Th2 anual meeting of the Prisoncrs’
Aid Association will be held in the
Y.M.C.A. building this evening. Among
the important questions to be discuss-
ed are, (1) the better means for the ef-
ficient classification of prisoners at
the Central Prison and the Toronto
jail; (2) combining the Ontario Boys’
Reformatory with the Victoria Indus-
trial School and making it a provincial
institution, free to all the municipali-
ties; (3) the appointment of a female
inspector for all provincial institutions
where females are confined.
