First of Its Kind.

PRINCE GEORGE WILL BREAK A ROUYAL PRE-
CEDENT.

If the Duke of York and the Princess May
of Teck shall be married, as there is now full
reason to expect, during the lifetime of the
Queen and of the Prince of Wales, the event
will be one without precedent in English
history. It is seldom, indeed, that a Prince
of Wales has been married; bat never yet
has the son of a Prince of Wales, as such,
been married in his father’s lifetime. Nor
was there ever even a marriage engagement
under such circumstances until that of the
Duke of Clarence.

The first Prince of Wales became King
Edward 11 before he took a wife; and his
successor followed his example. As for the
Black Prince, he was already Prince of

!with Henry of M

Wales when he wedded the Fair Maid of
Kent, and his son waited until he became
King Richard II before he was married. So
th, Shak e's
Prince of Wales; he had been King for seven
years before he wooed the fair Katherine.

Edward of Westminster was one of the few
Princes of Wales who married before suc-

ceeding to the throne, but he left no children
when he met his death after Tewkesbury.

Edward V was murdered in his boyhood, in
the Tower, and the only son of Richard ITI
died at the age of ten. The two elder sons

of Henry VII both bore the title of Prince

of Wales, the younger tiecoming Henry VIII

but their father was never Prince of Wales.

Edward VI died in his youth, and then

there was no Prince of Wales for many a

year until two more brothers enjoyed the
title, Henry, Frederick and Charles, the
latter becoming Charles I. But, as before,

their father never was Prince. The *‘ Merry

Monarch ” had been King for a year when
he got married, and he had no son entitled
to be known as Prince of Wales.

The next Prince was he who became King
George 11, and he reached the throne before
his son, the father of George III, was mar-
ried. The son died before succeeding to the
throne, and before either of his three sons
was married. Of the three George waited
until he became King before taking a wife.
The other two, the Duke of Gloucester and
the Duke of Cumberland, were not married
until after their father's death and their
brother’s accession, so that they were pro-
perly known as brothers of the King rather
than as sons of the late Prince of -\WWales.
As for George IV, he was not, of course,
born until his father had become King, and
he himself left no son. The next Prince of
Wales was and is he who now bears the
title, and whose son is about to be married.
And of him it may also be added that he is
the only Prince-of Wales ever born of an
English mother.

How the Tomato Was Named.

Few persons know the origin of this com-
mop name.
