Educational Notes.

The Journal of Education for April con-
tains the following items of importance to
teachers and trustees at the present time:—

1. ANNUAL ENGAGEMENT.—*‘ Trustees and
teachers should promptly notice the regula-
tion making engagements between teachers
and trustees for & period less than one year
illegal, unless for special cause after consent
of the Inspector is obtained, such consent
being simultaneously transmitted to the
Education Office for registration. The law
thus lays a heavy responsibility upon the
Tnspector, that of seeing that the spirit of
the law is no way ignored with impunity.”

2. Tug OpeNING DAv.—‘The attention
of teachers is directed to the Regulation of
the Council of Public Instruction, No. 7,
under the head of TEAcHERS. Neglecting to
use at least a postal card in the discharge of
this new duty may have unpleasant conse-
quences. The Inspector should know,what
teacher is engaged in each section in his
district. Sections from which no reports are
received will be assumed to be vacant.”

The foregoing is so important that the fol-
lowing form of notice is given for the use of
teachers. Whether the form is used or not
all the information therein outlined must be
given.

5. Every farmer’s son not otherwise qual-
ified to vote, residing one year with his
father, for the year next before his being
placed on the list, provided that the value
of the land which lEey occupy is sufficient,
when divided, to qualify one or more sons.
If the value of the land is insufficient to
qualify the father and all the sons who are
of the required age, then the father and such
sons who are of the required age, then the
father and such sons are qualified in the or-
der of their birth, until the exhaustion of
the value of the property. If the father is
dead, the sons who are of age, and who have
lived for a year with their father or mother,
will be qualified in the same manner, com-
mencing always with the oldest, and until
the exhaustion of the qualifying value of the
property which they occupy with their
mother.

OWNER'R SON—

6. Is the son of the owner of real estate,
other than a farm, not otherwise qualified,
who hss resided with his father for at least
one year before the date of his application
to be placed on the list, provided that the
value of such real estate, equally divided, is
sufficient to qualify the father and one or
more sons. 1f the father is dead, the sons
of full age, residing with their mother, for
at least one year, can be placed on the vo-
ters’ list in the same manner.

TENANT'S SON—
7. Is the son of tenant of farm not less

than twenty acres, and leased for not less
than five years, residing with his father for |
one year next before application to be placed
on the list, provided the value of the land
which they occupy is sufficient, when divid-
ed, to qualify one or more sons.

[N. B.—The law provides that the term
son, step-son, and son-in-law, and the terms
“ father” or ‘‘mother”. apply equally to
Son” in above paragraph includes grand-
grandfather, grandmother, father-in-law,
mother-in-law, step-father and step-mother.]

FISHERMAN—

8. Is a fisherman, resident in the electoral |
district, and is the owner of real property
and boats, nets, fishing gear and tackle, |
within any such electoral district, or of a
share or shares in a registered vessel, which
together are of the actual value of at least
$150.

ANNUITANT—

9. Is and has been for one year next be- |
fore his being placed on the list of voters, or
the date of the application for the placing of
his name on the list of voters, a resident
within the electoral district, and in receipt |
of a life annuity secured on a real estate in |

Canada, by virtue of a deed of donation, or |

any other title equivalent thereto, of at least

$100 in money on money’s worth, or partly

in money and partly in money’s worth.

Two or more partners in the ownership, |

lease or occupation of the same property, |
have the right to be registered as voters,
provided that the value of such property,
the amount of the rent paid, equally divided
between the parties, is sufficient to qualify
all.

Persons qualified to vote on income must
be registered on the list of the polling dis-
trict in which they reside: proprietors, in
the district where the property on which
they qualify is located.

Farmers’, owners’ and tenants’ sons must
have resided with their father or mother,
father-in-law or mother-in-law, as the case
may be, during the twelve months preceding
their demand to be placed on the list.
Nevertheless, occasional absences not ex-
ceeded six months in this period, will not
prevent their registration; nor will the
absence of sailors, fishermen, in the pursuit
of their occupation; nor of students in at-
tendance at any institution of learning in
Canada, be considered for the purpose of
the law, as absence from residence of the
father or mother as the case may be.

THE HOUSE ACCEPTS THE SENATE TARIFF BILL.

Washington, Aug. 13.—The Democratic
caucus this morning was attended by 153
representatives. Mr. Wilson, in & speech,
said there was no prospect for tariff legisla-
tion unless the senate bill were adopted.
Speaker Crisp spoke in a similar strain, and
offered a resolution that the house recede
from its position and accept the senate bill.
The resolution also includes a provision plac-
ing sugar, coal, iron ore and barbed wire on
the free list by separate bills. Bourke Cock-
ran spoke against the resolution, but it ‘was
adopted by a vote of 130 to 21. There was
no division on the vote to pass the separate
bills placing the articles above named on the
free list.

Mr. Wilson said that under the senate
schedule the sugar trust would reap a profit
of $40,000,000. He declared it was now a
battle between the people and this great
monopoly.

LATER.

Washington, Aug. 13.—The house of
representatives, by a vote of 182 yeas to 105
pays, concurred in the senate amendments
to the tariff bill.

The free coal bill was passed by the house,
160 to 104,

At 9.15 the house passed the free barbed
wire bill—yeas 187, nays 84, and immediate-
ly proceeded to consideration of the free
sugar bill
