The United States is a big country, | though we have probably already more

which does big things, and ‘Americans’
can be forgiven for boasting ‘a little:
sometimes. In the matter of railways,
for instance, the mileage of the United
States is now nearly half that of all the
world, and it exceeds that of all Europe
by more than fifty thousand miles. At
least, the New York ‘World’ declares
that it does. And there is no sign of
waning, as last year four thousand two
hundred miles of new railway were com-

- pleted—compared with 629 miles in

Canada—and it is claimed that in the

last ten years the United States built
- more miles of railway than any other

country possesses. The matter of build
ing a new railway in the United States
is now 80 much a matter of course as
almost to’escape popular notice, and she
has now seven continental ‘roads’, while
many parts of the country are gridironed
with railways. All this presages what
Canada will be presently in this respect.
" We are now receiving a great immigra-
tion,, which it may be expected will in-
crease in arithmetical if not geometrical
progression, and, as in so many other
things, so in m.ilways, the twentieth
eentury will be Canada’s. We are only
at the beginnh;g of railway building
