MISSIONS IN INDIA.

REMARKABLE RZLIGICUS MOVEMENT IN BENGAL.*

In the London Missionary Register for June, re-
cewred by the Great Wedtern, we find a highly inter-
asting account of a remarkable rehigious awakening
among the Hindoos 1n the vicimty of Kishnaghur, one
ai the stations of the Church Missionary Society,on
tne Jelineha, a brauch of the Hoogly, about 70 miles
north of Calcutta. It seems that in 53 villages, ex-
tending for sixty miles along the Jelingha, to the N.
. and SV, of Kishnagbur, mare than 3000 Hin-
w00s have thrown away their 1duls within a few months,
aad expressed a desire to be admitted 1nto the Chris-
uan caarch. The movement bears a strong resem-
biance to that witnessed by the Apostles on the day
o1 Pentecost, and will remind the reader of similar
recent scenes 1n the Society and Sandwich Islands.

We give below the report of Archdeacoa Dealiry,
who viuted the wvillages at the request of the Lord
Bishop (Wilson) of Calentt 1, for the purpose of learn-
sng the truth respecting the reports of this wonderful
change. On ascertaining that they were true, the
Bishop immediately entered with his whole soul into
the malter, and wrote to London, to the directors of
the Charch Missionary Society, urging the importance
ot sending between 30 2ad 40 addiuonal clergymen,
schoolmasters, and catechists, into this part of the
field. In his communication to the directore, the)
Bishop says:—* If we can but enter at the wide and
fectual door in time, not only these 3060 or 4000,
vbut the whole populs.iin of tne fifty or sixty nillages,
may receive the Cunstian faith, and resemble our
Christ.an villages in the times of onr Auglo-Saxon
forefathers in the sixth and seventh centurtes.
