A consider-
able amount bas already been paid on account of expenses in Montreal,
and the printing of the Minutes of the Assembly. It is hoped tiat
prompt remittances will be made on account of this fund.

STATISTICS.
The Report of the Committee on Statisties, which, in consequence of

delays on the part of Presbyteries and Cengregations in sending in their
returns, could be presented to the late General Assembly of the Canada
Presbyterian Cliureli in only an imperfect form, is now, after we presmne
having been corrected, issued, bound up with the Minutes, and is, or
wil soon be, in the hands of ministers and elders. Although, in virtue
of the Union which at last bas been so liappily consuimmated, that
Ciurcli has ceased to exist by the name under which she was formerly
known, yet it may not be ont of place to glance briefly at the work she
was doing during the past year, and the position to which slie has attain-
ed, under the blessing of lier Great lead, since the previous Union,
which was effected in Montreal fourteen years previously. We trust to
be able to perforn a similar service for the other Churches entering into
the late Union, but the want of space wil compel us to confine our
renarks at present to the Church we have just named.
