Over the rercdos, in large
letters of gold and blue, was “Gon bless our Mis-
sion.” A white frontal adorned the Altar, and
seven vases of fluwers were neatly arranged on the
Retable. The organ was presided over by AMiss
Draper, of Melville Island, who performed the

arduons duties in a most creditable manuer.  The
absenee of the Reclor. was much regretted.
