Miss Acnes
Tiepplier opened the course—plrce aux
dames, of course—with » very woman’s
fecture on ¢ Woman in Finance." which
way of that graceful and xracious pature
which puts everybady in goad bumor
witih the next neighbor, but there hwve
been learned and instiructive lectures
since that have fully established the
Society’s weight and solid standing as
' historical’ body. Marc F. Vallette,
1.L D., the Rev. Charles Warren Currier,
the Rev. James A. Doonan, S.I, have
heen already heard on auch subjects as
guited their mental bias and have been
grave or gay, exact or lofty, stalistical or
prophetic, as each rubject required.
ach lecture has been followed by a re
ception to the lecturer of the evening,
and it is this feature of the occasions
that is novel and delightiul. The whole
of the handsome old house is thrown open
to the gueste—for the lecturesnre not
for money but forlove alone, and can be
heard oply through the Society’s special
invitation—and the crowd each evening
has been more than ordinary. The com:
mittee on reception and entertainment
is not oue of name only. They

ol our people in Philadelphia have
reason to praise the efforts of the Amer-
ican Catholic Historical Society for
what it has added to their livea in intel-
ligent and cultivated acquaintances; a
better feeling towards each other and
a better understanding of each other
has resulted from the casual intercourse.
Feople whohavelong wished to knowother
people of whom they only heard, but
whom no everyday current floated near
each other, have cast anchor for an heur
or for the evening in the same nook, and
been thus enabled to decide for them

selves whetheror not they were congerial
souls, to the great addition of their so-
cial pleasures. Then, the students and
kindly curious news seeker find the
reading rooms and the files of Catholic
newspapers and periodicale of the great-
est use and information. Those files of
papers, always open to the members,
have done more to make the Catho

lics of Philadelpbia acquainted with
the strength of their reading pub-
lic, and the creditable and earnest
matter provided for it, than any number
of lectures, any amount of statistica,
any spoken eloguence of the pulpit. It
is quite & common thing to near a ref-
erence made to a far ofl paper, seen at
the Society’s rooms, and we no longer
obeerve astonishment and incredulity
with the former expression: ‘Why, I
did not know there were so many Cath-
olic papers! And some of them areso
good!"

In ull that concerns vur
religi n the »ame slumbering, happy-
golucky methods prevail, when there
shonld be hundreds of stalwart and en
thusiaatic Catholic men, young and old,
re_ady and willing to shars the burden
with our spiritual guides in promoting
the prosperity of the several purishes,
studding them with institutions religi-
ous aud sceular, in order to {ully equip
the youth that are some day to take up
their tark,
