But what 19 it that does not belong to you? I an-
swer, whatever you cannot take with impnnity.

Aund, the more to display tho genorosity of your
disposition, never hesitate, on convenicat occa-
gious, to bestow the highest eulogies on those who
do not deserve them. :

" Be abstemious—in caling and drinking at your
owi ‘expense ; but when 'y_'ou,_fged' at anotber par-

Let your behaviour always be distinguished by
modesty | Never boast o brag, when you are like-
1y to be disbelieved ; and do.not contradict your
bupcriors-—tlgf'u is to say, whea you are in the pre-
sence of people who. ara richer than yourselvcs,
never express an opinion of your own. .
